The Transit Capital Priorities (TCP) Process and Criteria is the region's policy governing the programming of 

approximately $390 million annually in Federal Transit Administration (FTA) formula funds for transit capital 

replacement and rehabilitation projects. It also establishes the policy for $150 million Transit Capital 

Rehabilitation funding included in Cycle 2 STP/CMAQ. This item proposes to: 1) Establish a TCP policy that 

reflects changes to the FTA programs under the MAP-21 federal authorization; 2) Set annual funding levels for 

the Transit Performance Initiative (TPI) Incentive ($15 million) and Investment ($13 million) programs; and 3) 

Approve the FY2012-13 transition year TPI Incentive program formula based on each operator?s share of 

ridership.
