Transit Capital Priorities Process & Criteria, programming and principles for an 

interim policy governing FY 2003-04 FTA Section 5307 funds for San Francisco-

Oakland, Antioch, and Concord large urbanized area operators. MTC Resolution No. 

3515.*  

MTC is the designated recipient of FTA Section 5307 formula funds. Generally, these funds 

are used to fund high scoring capital projects, but because of the recent economic recession 

and the anticipated slow recovery, San Francisco-Oakland, Antioch, and Concord 

urbanized area operators have proposed to build in an option for using these funds for 

preventive maintenance to help mitigate operating budget shortfalls.

If the Stay Order affecting the motor vehicle emissions budget in the region's ozone 

attainment plan is lifted, MTC will need to adopt a revised TIP containing projects that 

are both exempt and non-exempt from air quality conformity analysis. This delegation 

of authority would facilitate the process by allowing the Executive Director, rather than 

the Programming and Allocations Committee, to get a public hearing date and release 

the TIP and air quality conformity analysis/finding for public review as soon as any 

favorable action by the Ninth Circuit Court of Appeals takes place.

In addition, ad hoc non-voting 

committee member may be designated by the committee chairperson as a voting member for 

this particular committee meeting if an additional voting member is needed for a committee 

quorum.
