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TIP OVERVIEW 
What is the TIP and what  

projects are included?  

 
The Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) is a list of surface transportation projects, 
programs and investment priorities in the nine-county San Francisco Bay Area over a four year 
period. As the federally-designated Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO) for the nine-
county San Francisco Bay Area, Metropolitan Transportation Commission (MTC) is required by 
California Department of Transportation (Caltrans) to prepare and adopt a regional TIP at least 
once every two years.

Projects Included in the TIP 

The TIP includes all surface transportation projects that are federally funded, require a federal 
action, or are considered regionally significant for air quality conformity purposes. The majority 
of projects in the TIP are federally-funded, although some local or state-funded projects may 
also be included, particularly those that are large in scale or impact travel patterns over a 
relatively large geographic area, such as a new lane on a state highway. Given its federal focus, 
many locally or state-funded projects are not included in the TIP, such as pavement preservation 
projects, transit operations, planning efforts, and minor sidewalk or intersection improvements.  
 
Role of the TIP 
The TIP represents the projects that Bay Area 
jurisdictions, transit agencies, and other 
public entities intend to construct or 
implement in the near-term. Each project in 
the TIP must include details on project 
location and scope, as well as a 
comprehensive accounting of the amount 
and sources of funds that have been 
expended, are committed, or estimated to be 
reasonably available for the project. 
 
The TIP also serves as an implementation 
tool of the long-range transportation plan.  A 
project cannot receive federal funds or other 
federal project-related approvals unless the 
project is included in the TIP. As a result, 
inclusion in the TIP is a critical factor of any 
major project, if using federal funds or 
otherwise requiring federal actions. 

Federal Requirements for the TIP 
 

 Cover a period of at least 4 years. 
 Updated at least once every 4 years 

(Caltrans requires an update every 2 years).  
 Include all transportation projects with 

federal funds, requiring federal action, or 
regionally significant for air quality 
conformity purposes. 

 Projects must be consistent with the 
region’s long-range transportation plan. 

 Financially constrained by year (funds 
committed to projects cannot exceed the 
funds estimated to be available). 

 Financial plan that demonstrates that 
programmed projects can be implemented.  

 Accompanied by an evaluation and finding 
of air quality conformity.  

 Provide public involvement and opportunity 
to comment prior to TIP approval. 
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TRANSPORTATION PLANNING AND PROGRAMMING 
Where does the TIP  

fit in the planning process? 

  
As the near-term listing of federal projects and programs that stem from the long-range 
transportation plan, all projects included (also referred to as “programmed”) in the TIP must be 
consistent with, and work to implement the vision of the regional plan.  
 
Plan Bay Area 

Plan Bay Area is the comprehensive regional plan for the nine-county Bay Area, coordinating 
both land use and transportation investments from 2013 through 2040. The plan is a federal 
requirement for all metropolitan areas, and also serves as the state-mandated Regional 
Transportation Plan (RTP) and Sustainable Community Strategy (SCS) for the Bay Area.

The development of the next plan, Plan Bay Area 2040, is currently underway. Information about 
the plan update can be found online at: http://planbayarea.org/plan-bay-area.html. The 2017 
TIP will also be updated along with Plan Bay Area 2040 adoption, to ensure consistency with the 
new plan.  

 
TIP in Context  

Although the TIP and long-range transportation plan are related, there is an important 
distinction that complicates any side-by-side comparison between the two documents. While 
Plan Bay Area includes the universe of federal, state and local revenues reasonably available to 
implement the transportation projects, program, and strategies over the 28 years of the plan, 
the TIP is much more focused on the near-term projects with federal funding. As a result, the TIP 
tends to be heavily weighted toward large capital projects, such as transit and highway 
expansions, that are more likely to require federal funds. The vast majority of funds that go to 
operate, maintain, and manage the region’s existing transportation system, a top priority of Plan 
Bay Area, are not typically captured in the TIP. An illustration of this distinction is provided on 
the following page.

Projects from Idea to Implementation  

Before projects are ever identified in the long-range plan or the TIP they have gone through 
several iterations of review and refinement. Ideas for projects first emerge through planning 
efforts at the jurisdictional, transit operator, and regional levels. Some of the primary sources for 
projects are the county congestion management programs, countywide transportation plans, 
transit operator short-range transit plans or similar transit capital and service planning efforts, 
and the state highway planning process conducted by Caltrans. These local and sub-regional 
planning efforts are then merged at a regional level through the long-range transportation plan.  
 
When the project scope, schedule, and budget are developed, the project may then be 
proposed for funding. Project sponsors (the agencies designated to implement the projects) are 
responsible for applying for the funds, initiating requests for TIP programming, and carrying 
their projects to completion. In the Bay Area, the implementing agencies include public transit 
operators, Caltrans, MTC, the Bay Area Air Quality Management District, the Congestion 
Management Agencies (CMAs), the nine Bay Area counties, several joint power authorities, and 
the individual cities within each county.  
 
Below is an illustration of how the TIP fits into the overall planning and programming process, 
from the time a transportation project is first conceived to its ultimate construction or 
implementation.   
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Idea to Implementation Flowchart 

Congestion Management Process 

In addition to preparing a long-range plan, MTC is required under federal regulations to address 
congestion management for the Bay Area through a process that provides for effective 
management and operation of new and existing facilities. The Congestion Management Process 
(CMP) is based on collaboration among transportation partners and stakeholders, specifically 
focused on congestion management strategies for key corridors. These strategies include public 
transit, carpool and vanpool programs, transportation demand management, and operational 
strategies to maximize the use of existing facilities. The current CMP is provided as Appendix A-
67.  
 
As part of the TIP development process, project sponsors must identify whether a project is 
capacity increasing for single occupant vehicles (SOVs). The project sponsor and CMAs review 
these projects and confirm that they are consistent with all regional and local plans and 
processes. Appendix A-71 identifies the projects included in 2017 TIP that have been identified 
as capacity increasing for SOVs.   
 
Air Quality Conformity 

The TIP and long-range plan must also demonstrate transportation conformity. Transportation 
conformity is required under the Clean Air Act (Section 176(c) and 42 U.S.C. 7506(c)) to ensure 
that federally funded or approved highway and transit activities are consistent with, or conform 
to, the purpose of the state air quality implementation plan (SIP). Conformity to the purpose of 
the SIP means that transportation activities will not cause or contribute to new air quality 
violations, worsen existing violations, or delay timely attainment of the relevant national ambient 
air quality standards (NAAQS) or any interim milestones. The Environmental Protection Agency 
(EPA) transportation conformity rule (40 CFR Parts 51 and 93) establishes the criteria and 
procedures for determining whether metropolitan transportation plans, TIPs, and federally 
supported highway and transit projects conform to the SIP. Transportation conformity applies to 
designated nonattainment and maintenance areas for transportation-related criteria pollutants: 
ozone, PM2.5, PM10, carbon monoxide, and nitrogen dioxide. 
 
Using the latest planning assumptions, MTC conducted a new air quality conformity analysis for 
the 2017 TIP. The conformity determination was made under the motor vehicles emissions 
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budget contained in the 2001 1-Hour Ozone Attainment Plan for the ozone precursors and the 
2004 Carbon Monoxide Maintenance Plan. Conformity for the 2006 24-hour PM2.5 standard was 
demonstrated by conducting an interim conformity test. The Transportation Control Measures 
(TCMs) A through E in the approved 2001 Ozone Attainment Plan have been fully implemented. 
All information on the timely implementation of TCMs in the Conformity Report is still current. A 
copy of the analysis is included as Appendix A-4, and is available for public review online at 
http://mtc.ca.gov/our-work/fund-invest/transportation-improvement-program and at MTC’s 
offices at 375 Beale St., San Francisco. 
 
Federal Statewide Transportation Improvement Program  

Just as each metropolitan region is required to develop a TIP, each state is required to develop a 
Federal Statewide Transportation Improvement Program (FSTIP) pursuant to federal regulations. 
The FSTIP includes all projects with federal funds, those that require a federal action and 
regionally significant transportation projects throughout the state. In California, regional TIPs are 
included in the FSTIP without modification once approved by the relevant Metropolitan 
Planning Organization (MTC, in the case of the Bay Area) and after the Federal Highway 
Administration (FHWA), the Federal Transit Administration (FTA), and Federal Environmental 
Protection Agency (EPA) make their required findings of financial constraint and air quality 
conformity. Projects must be in the FSTIP before funding authorities, such as FTA, FHWA, or the 
California Department of Transportation (Caltrans), can “obligate” funds (i.e., commit funds to 
contract) and therefore, before sponsors can actually spend any of these monies. Once adopted 
by MTC, the 2017 TIP will be submitted to Caltrans for incorporation into the FSTIP. 
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DRAFT 2017 TIP: FEATURES AND HIGHLIGHTS  
What investments are  

included in the 2017 TIP? 

 
The 2017 TIP for the nine-county San Francisco Bay Area includes more than 700 transportation 
projects1 with more than $6.6 billion in committed federal, state, and local funding for federal 
fiscal years 2016-17 through 2019-20. The cumulative project cost for these projects, including 
funds spent in prior years as well as funding planned for future years, totals over $44.6 billion.

1 In addition to individual project listings, the TIP also incudes grouped listings or lump-sum entries for certain program categories, 
such as state highway maintenance, that summarize project and funding information for several additional projects. 
2 The 2017 TIP covers four years of committed funding for 2017 through 2020. In addition, the TIP is required to identify the total 
project cost for each project, including funding spent in years prior to 2017 as well as funding planned for the years after 2020.   
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New Projects 

The majority of projects in the Draft 2017 TIP have been rolled over from the previous 2015 TIP. 
However, a relatively small number of projects were added during the development of the 2017 
TIP. The list of projects new to the TIP is available as Appendix A-60.  
 
Archived Projects 

Once projects no longer have funding programmed in the TIP, either because they have been 
completed or because the funds have been directed to another project, they are archived from 
the TIP. Federal regulations require that the TIP identify the major projects that were 
implemented from the previous TIP. Appendix A-61 lists all projects that were present in the 
2015 TIP that have been archived in revisions to the 2015 TIP or are being archived as part of the 
2017 TIP development. This list does not include the projects that are in the Draft 2017 TIP for 
illustrative purposes (projects with no funding within the four active years of the TIP) or projects 
that have been deleted (either as a project cancellation or through redirecting the funds to 
different projects or phases). 
 
After the adoption of the 2015 TIP, and including projects archived as part of the Draft 2017 TIP, 
$9 billion dollars in federal, state, regional, and local funding was archived on a total of 424 
projects.  Additional information about the funding for archived projects is provided below.

Grouped Listings  

Federal regulations allow projects that are exempt from air quality conformity analysis (project 
types listed under 40 CFR 93.126 and 127, Tables 2 & 3) to be grouped together as single 
project listings in the TIP (23 CFR 450.216 and 450.324). Examples of some of the project types 
that can be grouped in the TIP include: certain transit programs, pavement resurfacing projects, 
safety projects, and bridge rehabilitation projects.  
 
The process for adding or revising a grouped (lump sum) listing, the State Managed Grouped 
Project Listings Process, is developed by the California Federal Programming Group (CFPG), 
California Department of Transportation (Caltrans), Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) and 
Federal Transit Administration (FTA). MTC’s grouped listings in the Draft 2017 TIP follow and 
adhere to the provisions of the State-Managed Grouped Project Listings Process. 
 
The back-up lists for grouped listings in the Draft 2017 TIP are included in Appendix A-62 and 
can also be accessed on the MTC’s TIP website: www.mtc.ca.gov/our-work/fund-invest/tip/tip-
grouped-listings. 
 
ADA projects 

Consistent with federal requirements, the Draft 2017 TIP identifies projects implementing the 
Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) required paratransit and key station plans. The ADA 
requires that public transportation services and facilities, including trains and rail stations, be 
accessible to persons with disabilities. Rail system operators are allowed to designate certain 
stations as key stations and to make these readily accessible to and useable by individuals with 
disabilities, including individuals who use wheelchairs. Most of the projects adopted in the key 
station plans have been implemented. Appendix A-63 lists some of the ongoing ADA 
implementation transit projects.  
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Draft 2017 TIP Schedule 

The development of the Draft 2017 TIP began in November 2015 and is scheduled for final 
federal approval in December 2016. The public outreach schedule for the Draft 2017 is as 
follows:

Quality Conformity Analysis of the Plan and 2017 TIP  

July 13, 2016:  Public hearing scheduled during MTC Programming and Allocations

July 28, 2016:  End of public review and comment of Draft 2017 TIP and Draft Air 
Quality Conformity Analysis of the Plan and 2017 TIP 

September 14, 2016: MTC Programming and Allocations Committee scheduled review of 
2017 TIP and Air Quality Conformity Analysis of the Plan and 2017 TIP 
and referral to Commission 

September 28, 2016:  Commission scheduled approval of 2017 TIP and Air Quality 
Conformity Analysis of the Plan and 2017 TIP  

December 14, 2016: 2017 TIP Approval by FHWA and FTA (anticipated date)

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DRAFT 2017 TIP: INVESTMENT DECISIONS 
What is the overall  

investment focus of the Draft 2017TIP?   

 
Transportation investments in the long-range plan and TIP are categorized into two primary 
categories for evaluation: maintenance and management of the existing transportation network 
and system expansion.  
 
Investment Decisions 

The current long-range transportation plan prioritizes the maintenance and management of the 
existing transportation system, by dedicating 87% of its projected $292 billion in transportation 
revenues towards the existing network of transit, bridges, highways, and local streets and roads. 
That leaves roughly 13% of the plan’s expenditures for projects that address expansion for 
transit, highways, local streets and roads, bridges, complete streets, as well as cap-and-trade 
reserve funds.  
 
By comparison, 61% of the funds programmed in the Draft 2017 TIP ($4.0 billion) are dedicated 
to maintenance and management of the existing system, with 39% ($2.6 billion) programmed 
for system expansion projects.  
 
In comparing these investments side-by-side, it is important to keep in mind that while the plan 
includes the universe of revenues reasonably expected to be available to implement its planned 
transportation projects, programs, and strategies, the TIP is much more focused on projects with 
federal funding. As a result, the TIP ends up being more heavily weighted toward large capital 
projects, such as transit and highway expansions that are more likely to require federal funds. 
The vast majority of funds that go to operate, maintain, and manage the region’s existing 
transportation system, a top priority of the long-range plan, are not typically captured in the 
projects programmed in the TIP. 
 
A brief discussion of the three primary investment categories from Plan Bay Area and the more 
specific near-term funding strategies in the Draft 2017 TIP follows. The detailed investment plan 
from Plan Bay Area can be found in Appendix A-59. Additional information on the financial 
constraint of the Draft 2017 TIP is provided on page 33 of this section and in Appendix A-72. 
 
Maintenance and Management of the Existing System 
This investment category includes rehabilitation and replacement of transit vehicles and facilities 
as well as the upkeep of freeways and local roadways. Also included is management of the 
system through system operations programs. 

 
 Major investments: Some of the most significant projects that the region is currently 

undertaking to ensure adequate maintenance and effective management of existing 
transportation systems are: regional toll bridge retrofit/rehabilitation programs, the BART 
railcar replacement program, US 101 Doyle Drive replacement, and transit preventative 
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maintenance for Santa Clara Valley Transportation Authority (VTA). For the full list of 
major projects in the TIP (projects with total costs over $200 million), including grouped 
listings, see the lists and map on pages 19 through 23 of this section.   
 

 Local Streets and Roads: Approximately $230 million, or 3%, of the Draft 2017 TIP is 
programmed on the preservation and rehabilitation of local streets and roads. Much of 
the revenue for streets and roads rehabilitation comes from gas tax subventions, which 
are typically not programmed in the TIP. The investment level for streets and roads in the 
Draft 2017 TIP, in combination with the non-federal revenues for the local streets and 
roads outside of the TIP, is expected to preserve pavement in the same “fair” condition 
as it is currently.  
 

In terms of federal funding, local streets and roads preservation is eligible for Surface 
Transportation Block Grant Program (STP) funding through the One Bay Area Grant 
(OBAG) program. In the first cycle of OBAG funding (OBAG 1), which covers FY 2012-13 
through FY 2016-17, 26% of the available funds were committed to local streets and 
roads rehabilitation projects. A significant number of additional local streets and roads 
preservation projects are likely to be funded through the second round of OBAG (OBAG 
2) which is currently underway; these funds will be programmed into the 2017 TIP as 
projects are selected and approved. 
 
As part of OBAG, jurisdictions are required to have complete streets policies in place 
either through a board resolution or a general plan that complies with the California 
Complete Streets Act of 2008 to ensure that the needs of non-motorists are considered 
during project development. For more information on the OBAG program, see 
Appendices A-15 and A-16, or online at http://www.mtc.ca.gov/our-work/invest-
protect/focused-growth/one-bay-area-grants. 
  

 Transit Capital Maintenance: To address transit capital maintenance needs, Plan Bay Area 
investments will fund all bus, rail car and ferry vehicle replacements and 76% of other 
high-priority investment needs, such as rehabilitation of tracks, bridges and train control 
systems. An assessment of projected needs and revenues for MTC’s Transit Capital 
Priorities (TCP) Program demonstrates that if programming for transit capital 
replacement and rehabilitation projects, including projects funded through the Core 
Capacity Challenge Grant Program, is constrained to match projected Federal Transit 
Administration formula funds from FY 2014-15 through FY 2029-30, needs in the middle 
of this period starting in FY2017-2018 will exceed revenues, when expenditures on major 
vehicle replacement projects for BART, Caltrain, and SFMTA, and other Core Capacity 
projects peak. In anticipation of these peak needs and to smooth out cash flow during 
this 16-year period, the Commission has already established an approach of creating 
reserves in years when revenues exceed high-priority needs to help address the shortfalls 
in years when peak needs exceed revenues. The Commission will also explore financing 
strategies to use future transit capital revenues to help meet near-term needs if 
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necessary. In addition, the Commission has directed additional STP funds to supplement 
FTA formula programs to support future major fleet replacements, fixed-guideway 
rehabilitation and other high-scoring capital needs and to support implementation of 
Transit Sustainability Project (TSP) projects.  The funding plans for the TCP and Core 
Capacity programs anticipate that future STP or other regional funds will continue to be 
used to support transit capital replacement and rehabilitation projects.  
 
Currently, more than $1.1 billion, or 17%, is programmed for transit capital maintenance 
in the Draft 2017 TIP. This amount is anticipated to increase significantly as additional 
transit as specific programs and financing strategies are adopted by the Commission and 
amended into the TIP. 
 

 System Management: Plan Bay Area includes various strategies to effectively manage and 
utilize the region’s existing transportation infrastructure, leading to higher productivity, 
and improved accessibility and safety. During the four year Draft 2017 TIP period, the 
region has programmed $1 billion, or 16%, to such projects, including: safety and 
security projects for Bay Area transit operators and roadways; regional operations 
programs such as the 511 program, Transit Performance Initiative, regional rideshare, 
transportation marketing; freeway operations including the Freeway Performance 
Initiative, incident management, regional signal timing and technical assistance; Priority 
Conservation Areas; planning efforts; Complete Streets and streetscape projects; and 
Safe Routes to Schools.  
 
Roughly $166 million of OBAG 1 STP/CMAQ funds are programmed in the Draft 2017 TIP 
to support these activities. Additional system management investments are anticipated 
to be incorporated into the TIP through OBAG 2, as projects are selected and adopted by 
the Commission. Additionally, the Draft 2017 TIP includes funding for specialized and 
community based programs including Lifeline Transportation Program projects. 

 
Transit, Bridge, Highway and Roadway Expansion 

This investment category targets investments to strategically expand transportation facilities. 
These investments include high occupancy/toll lanes, highway and rail expansions, transit 
oriented development policies, goods movement, and rapid bus routes/express bus service.  
 

 Major investments: Major strategic expansion projects with the highest levels of 
programming in the Draft 2017 TIP period include BART extension from Warm Springs to 
Berryessa, Central Subway in San Francisco, Transbay Terminal in San Francisco / Caltrain 
Downtown Extension – Phases 1 and 2, eBART – East Contra Costa BART Extension, and 
Sonoma Marin Area Rail Corridor (SMART). For the full list of projects in the 2017 TIP 
with total project costs over $200 million, including grouped listings, see the lists and 
map on pages 19 through 23 of this section.

Most major transit expansions in the TIP are part of MTC Resolution No. 3434, “Regional 
Transit Expansion Program,” which represents the region’s consensus agreement on Bay 
Area transit expansion (see Appendix A-9).   
 

TIP Investment Analysis 

As a part of the development of the TIP, MTC completes an analysis of TIP investments 
specifically focused on the Bay Area’s disadvantaged populations. The Draft 2017 TIP Investment 
Analysis is included as Appendix A-2. 
 
The results of the analysis suggest that according to several indices, the TIP invests greater 
public funding to the benefit of low-income and minority communities than their proportionate 
share of the region’s population or trip-making as a whole. A couple exceptions worth noting is 
the share of transit investments by trips for passengers living in low-income households and the 
difference between minorities and non-minorities in terms of benefits per transit rider.  
 

 The share of transit investments by trips for passengers in low-income households (45%) 
falls short of the share of transit trips by passengers living in low-income households 
(53%).  

 Similarly, there is a discrepancy between benefits per transit riders, with minority transit 
riders receiving 89% of the benefits received by non-minority transit riders. There was 
also a smaller discrepancy in the per capita transit benefits (96% of the benefits, or 4% 
disbenefit), but the relatively minor difference does not appear to demonstrate a 
systemic disbenefit to minority populations.  

 
As described in the analysis, these discrepancies related to transit investments are likely due to 
the absence of approximately $2 billion in transit formula funding from the Draft 2017 TIP. The 
programming of these funds into the 2017 TIP, which is anticipated to occur in the near future, 
is expected to alleviate these imbalances in TIP investments, if not completely eliminate any 
disparity. Further, an understanding of the balance of investments serving low-income and 
minority communities will be added to the FTA formula fund programming process.

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PROJECT SELECTION AND PROGRAMMING 
How are TIP projects  

selected and programmed? 

 
Project Selection Processes  

The process by which a project is selected for federal, state, and regional funding depends on 
the type of project and the specific fund source being sought. Below is a list of some of MTC’s 
major program-specific processes and resolutions. The full listing of project selection and 
programming resolutions are available as appendices to this document (Appendices A-14 
through A-54) and are also available at on the MTC website at http://mtc.ca.gov/our-work/fund-
invest/transportation-improvement-program.

TIP Programming 
Once selected for funding, a project is eligible for inclusion in the TIP. As a result, the TIP is a 
compilation of projects that have typically already been reviewed and acted upon by MTC and 
sponsoring agencies. Many projects in the TIP have been carried forward from previous 
iterations of the TIP, reflecting project selection or programming actions by the Commission 
from prior years.  
 
In addition to the projects selected and programmed by MTC, the TIP also includes Toll Bridge 
projects and regionally significant local projects approved and funded by transportation agency 
partners and/or referenda. Examples here include the voter approved toll increase in the Bay 
Area, Regional Measure 2, and county sales tax measures.  
 
The constrained TIP also includes available State funds, including Proposition 1B and State 
Transportation Improvement Program (STIP) funds, utilizing the latest fund estimates, and 
funding actions by the State. 
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Projects selected for these regional and State funds are typically selected for funding and then 
amended into the TIP by MTC.   
 
Fund Management  

Federal regulations stipulate that federal funds must be programmed in the TIP up to the 
apportionment level for that fiscal year for that fund source. The funds must be programmed 
within the fiscal year in which the funds are to be obligated/transferred by the Federal Highway 
Administration (FHWA), obligated by the Federal Transit Administration (FTA), or awarded in a 
FTA grant. This improves the overall management of federal Obligation Authority (OA) within 
the region and ensures that OA is available for projects that are programmed in a particular 
fiscal year. 
 
As a result, MTC requires that projects selected for federal funding demonstrate the ability to 
use the funds within the established federal, state and regional funding deadlines. This criterion 
is used by MTC for selecting projects for funding and for placement of funding in a particular 
year of the TIP. 
 
TIP Period  

The TIP covers a four-year period. For the 2017 TIP, the period is Federal Fiscal Years 2016-17 
through 2019-20. Previously expended funds (shown as ‘prior’) and funds estimated to be 
available in future years and are included for informational purposes and to display total project 
cost. All projects included in the TIP must show the total project cost escalated to the year of 
expenditure. Projects may be revised as cost estimates are refined and they proceed through the 
environmental process. 
 
Expedited Project Selection Process 

Federal regulations allow for the movement of projects within the period of the TIP and FSTIP 
subject to procedures agreed to by partnering agencies, including the State and transit 
operators within the region (23 CFR Part 450.330). MTC developed such a process, in 
consultation with the region’s transportation partners, to permit the movement of projects in 
the first four years of the TIP:  
 

 All movements must be consistent with the Regional Transportation Plan (RTP), must not 
adversely affect the expeditious implementation of Transportation Control Measures 
(TCMs), must comply with the provisions of Title VI, must not negatively impact the 
planned delivery of other projects in the regional programs, and must not affect the 
conformity finding of the TIP. 
 

 For regional Surface Transportation Block Grant Program (STP), Congestion Mitigation 
and Air Quality Improvement (CMAQ) funds, and other funds administered by the 
Federal Highways Administration (FHWA), MTC has developed a project funding delivery 
policy through extensive consultations with its regional transportation partners including 
the Bay Area transit operators, Congestion Management Agencies (CMA’s), counties, 
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FHWA, FTA and Caltrans. The Regional Project Funding Delivery Policy (MTC Resolution 
No. 3606, revised) details how project-funding deadlines and fund management 
requirements are enforced and how projects may be moved within the time period of 
the adopted TIP. The policy satisfies the requirement of the expedited project selection 
procedures as stated in CFR 450.330. The project funding delivery policy is also 
embedded in the TIP revision procedures, adopted along with the 2017 TIP. Although a 
TIP revision is not required at the time a project is moved, a revision may be processed 
following each federal fiscal year to reconcile the TIP for financial constraint purposes. 
 

 For projects within the State Transportation Improvement Program (STIP) and Active 
Transportation Program (ATP), MTC will move projects subject to amendment or 
allocation approval by the California Transportation Commission (CTC). Caltrans may 
move projects in the State Minor Program, Highway Maintenance (HM) Program, and 
State Highway Operation Protection Program (SHOPP) document within the TIP/FSTIP 
period without revising the TIP, with notification to MTC.  
 

 Caltrans Division of Local Assistance has implemented a project selection process for the 
Local Highway Bridge Program (LHBP), Highway Safety Improvement Program (HSIP), 
and other State-administered Local Assistance programs to produce the TIP listing of 
projects. This process was developed in cooperation with the implementing agencies, 
FHWA, the MPOs, Local Highway Bridge Advisory Committee, and HSIP Advisory 
Committee. Caltrans, MTC and the transit operators agree that the Caltrans Division of 
Local Assistance may move projects within the LHBP, HSIP, and other State-administered 
Local Assistance programs within the TIP/FSTIP period without revising the TIP, with 
notification to MTC. 
 

 For FTA administered funds, projects may be moved within the period of the TIP/FSTIP at 
the request of the agency, as long as funding is available and the change does not 
negatively impact the delivery or availability of funds for other projects ready for 
obligation. 
 

 Implementing agencies wishing to advance projects using their own local funds until 
federal funds are available may request Advance Construction Authorization (ACA) from 
Caltrans, or pre-award authority from FTA to proceed with the project using local funds 
until OA and apportionment becomes available. In accordance with the Regional Project 
Funding Delivery Policy (MTC Resolution No, 3606), projects using ACA or FTA Grant 
Award Authority for FHWA-administered funds have priority for federal obligations when 
the availability of Obligation Authority is limited. 
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PROJECT DELIVERY 
   What happens after a project is  

programmed in the TIP? 
 

After a project is programmed in the TIP, the project sponsor may proceed with delivering the 
project. An important component of project delivery is obligating, or drawing down, the funds 
that are programmed in the project’s TIP listing.  
 
Annual Listing of Obligated Projects 

Detailed information about project delivery is 
available through the annual listing of 
obligated projects, a federal requirement that 
MTC publishes each year. The listing shows all 
federal funds that were obligated on projects 
in the previous fiscal year.  
 
Fund obligations are a measure of progress in 
terms of project implementation or 
construction. However, projects for which 
funds have been obligated are not necessarily 
initiated or completed in that program year. 
In addition, the amount of the obligation will 
not necessarily equal the total cost of that project or project phase. The total cost could also 
include matching funds, multiple phases, or could come in over or under budget. Negative 
obligations are also possible when unused funds are credited back after obligation.  
 
The annual listing also is intended to increase the awareness of government spending on 
transportation projects to the public. The annual listing may be viewed at: http://mtc.ca.gov/our-
work/fund-invest/federal-funding/project-delivery or at MTC’s offices at 375 Beale St., San 
Francisco.

FHWA Funding Project Delivery  

To further facilitate project delivery and ensure all federal funds in the region are meeting 
federal and state regulations and deadlines, MTC has established funding deadlines for certain 
FHWA-administered funding, including STP and CMAQ funds. The region’s Project Funding-
Delivery Policy (MTC Resolution No. 3606, revised) establishes a standard policy for enforcing 
project funding deadlines and project substitutions for FHWA-administered funds. Projects 
selected to receive federal funds must have a demonstrated ability to use the funds within the 
established regional, state and federal funding deadlines. This criterion will be used for selecting 
projects for funding, and for placement of funding in a particular year of the TIP. 
 
Recipients of FHWA-administered funding will also need to identify a staff position that serves 
as the single point of contact for the implementation of all FHWA-administered funds within 

Project Obligation 
 

When a project sponsor is ready to start spending 
money on a project or project phase, a request is 
sent from Caltrans to the Federal Department of 
Transportation requesting verification that the 
programmed funds are available for 
reimbursement. This verification of fund availability 
"obligates" the funds for use as soon as 
expenditures occur. 
 

For Federal Transit Administration (FTA) projects, 
obligation occurs when the FTA grant is awarded. 
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that agency. The person in this position must have sufficient knowledge and expertise in the 
federal-aid delivery process to coordinate issues and questions that may arise from project 
inception to project close-out. The agency is required to confirm the contact information for this 
position at the time of programming of funds in the federal TIP. This person will be expected to 
work closely with FHWA, Caltrans, MTC and the respective CMA on all issues related to federal 
funding for all FHWA-funded projects implemented by the recipient. 
 
Project sponsors that continue to miss delivery milestones and funding deadlines for any federal 
funds are required to prepare and update a delivery status report on all projects with FHWA-
administered funds they manage, and participate if requested in a consultation meeting with the 
county CMA, MTC and Caltrans prior to MTC approving future programming or including any 
funding revisions for the agency in the federal TIP. The purpose of the status report and 
consultation is to ensure the local public agency has the resources and technical capacity to 
deliver FHWA federal-aid projects, is fully aware of the required delivery deadlines, and has 
developed a delivery timeline that takes into consideration the requirements and lead-time of 
the federal-aid process within available resources. 
 
MTC staff actively monitors and reports the obligation status of projects to the Bay Area 
Partnership. The Partnership working groups will monitor project delivery issues as they arise 
and make recommendations as necessary. Specific provisions of the Regional Project Funding-
Delivery Policy are contained within MTC Resolution No. 3606, which is included as Appendix A-
55. 
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PUBLIC & INTERAGENCY INVOLVEMENT 
 

How are the public, project sponsors, stakeholders, and 
partner agencies involved in the TIP? 

 
MTC is committed to a public involvement process that is transparent, proactive and provides 
comprehensive information, timely public notice, full public access to key decisions, and 
opportunities for continuing involvement. Because all projects included in the TIP are consistent 
with the region’s long-range transportation plan, MTC’s extensive public outreach for 
development of the plan is reflected in the TIP as well. Additionally, the process for updating 
and revising the TIP is directed by procedures contained in the MTC Public Participation Plan 
(PPP). The PPP is available at http://www.mtc.ca.gov/get_involved/participation_plan.htm, and is 
included in Appendix A-5.   
 
Outreach Efforts 

For the TIP update process, the PPP stipulates that the draft TIP must be released for a 30 day 
public review and comment period.  As part of the public review process, the draft document is 
made available for review online, and at MTC’s offices at 375 Beale St., San Francisco, in the 
seventh floor reception area, available at major libraries throughout the Bay Area upon request, 
and submitted for intergovernmental review via the Association of Bay Area Government’s 
Regional Clearinghouse, which notices all local agencies in the Bay Area and receives their 
comments. Notices are also sent to an extensive list of interested parties including 
transportation agencies, other state, federal and tribal agencies and other transportation 
interests. During the public comment period, a public hearing is held on the draft TIP and air 
quality conformity determination at a standing committee meeting.  
 
After the public comment period, MTC’s responses to significant comments are compiled and 
included as an appendix to the final draft TIP. The final draft TIP is then presented to a standing 
committee of the Commission and forwarded to the full Commission for adoption. Once 
adopted, the TIP is sent to the Caltrans Office of Federal Programs for inclusion into the 
California Federal Statewide Transportation Improvement Program (FSTIP) or Statewide TIP, and 
later forwarded to FHWA and the FTA for final federal approval.  
 
Additional public outreach for the TIP are described below.  
  
 MTC publishes a Guide to the San Francisco Bay Area’s TIP, which is targeted to the 

public. The objective of the guide is to better explain what the TIP is in the context of a 
larger planning and project development and funding process. Since the first edition in 
2011, the guide has been posted on the MTC website and distributed to the public at 
various workshops including the public hearings and other events. MTC also distributes 
the guide to state, local and federal resource agencies and Tribal Nations as part of our 
consultation on the development of the TIP. The guide is included as Appendix A-3 and 
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is available on MTC’s website at: http://mtc.ca.gov/our-work/fund-invest/transportation-
improvement-program. 

 
 As part of the development of the current plan, MTC, together with the Association of 

Bay Area Governments, hosted several agency and public scoping meetings. At these 
scoping meetings, the development of the 2017 TIP was presented and connections with 
the plan were highlighted. Similarly, for the plan update that is currently underway, MTC 
presented information on the 2015 TIP and the 2017 TIP development process at 
numerous public open houses in 2015 and 2016. Outreach materials specific to the TIP 
included maps of the largest TIP projects in each county, county spending by various 
project types, an overview to how the TIP fits into the overall transportation planning 
process, and information about the 2017 TIP development schedule.  

 
FTA Requirements 

Federal transit law and joint FHWA/FTA planning regulations governing the metropolitan 
planning process require a locality to include the public and solicit comment when the locality 
develops its metropolitan long-range transportation plan and its metropolitan TIP.  FTA has 
determined that when a recipient follows the procedures of the public involvement process 
outlined in the FHWA/FTA planning regulations, the recipient satisfies the public participation 
requirements associated with development of the Program of Projects (POP) that recipients of 
Section 5307 funds must meet. The TIP and the PPP satisfy the public participation requirements 
for the POP. Public notices of public involvement activities and times established for public 
review and comment on the TIP state that they satisfy the POP requirements of the Section 5307 
Program. 
 
Consistent with Federal requirements, the Draft 2017 TIP identifies projects implementing the 
Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) required paratransit and key station plans. The ADA 
requires that public transportation services and facilities, including trains and rail stations, be 
accessible to persons with disabilities. Federal regulations allow each rail system operator to 
designate certain stations as key stations and to make these readily accessible to and usable by 
individuals with disabilities, including individuals who use wheelchairs. Most of the projects 
adopted in the key station plans have been implemented. Appendix A-63 lists some of the 
ongoing ADA implementation transit projects.  
 
Interagency Consultation Process 
MTC consults extensively with Caltrans, county Congestion Management Agencies (CMAs), 
transit agencies, local jurisdictions, Tribal Nations and other partner agencies affected by 
transportation decisions, in the preparation of the region’s long-range transportation plan, and 
in developing the priorities and programs during each TIP period. 
 
This interagency consultation process includes: 
 Project sponsors include Caltrans, local jurisdictions, county CMAs, and transit operators.  

These agencies review and consult with MTC on each of their respective projects in the 
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TIP. Furthermore, through the Bay Area Partnership, these agencies are involved every 
step of the way in the establishment of MTC programs and the selection of project 
criteria and delivery of transportation projects contained in the TIP.  
 

 Central to developing the TIP is MTC’s process for deciding how to invest discretionary 
federal dollars, meaning those funds that can be used on a variety of transportation 
needs, be they local streets, bus replacements, rail extensions, a new freeway interchange 
or bicycle and pedestrian facilities. To develop a plan for spending funds for the federal 
Surface Transportation Program (STP) and Congestion Mitigation and Air Quality 
Improvement Program (CMAQ), MTC works closely with local partner agencies and its 
citizen-based Policy Advisory Council to develop regional priorities. The priorities stem 
from the long-range plan, Plan Bay Area.  

 
 MTC and other regional agency staff meet periodically with the Tribal Nations in the 

region to consult with them on the development of the regional long-range 
transportation plan and related programming processes. For the development of the 
next plan, Plan Bay Area 2040, a Tribal Summit was held on June 13, 2016 to discuss 
respective MTC and tribal roles in the development of transportation plans and 
programs in the Bay Area. The ‘Guide to the TIP’ was distributed at the Summit. 

 
 Air Quality consultations on air quality issues occur through the Air Quality Conformity 

Task Force (including the Bay Area Air Quality Management District as well as 
representatives of the Environmental Protection Agency, California Air Resources Board, 
Federal Highway Administration and Federal Transit Administration and state and local 
transportation agencies) which reviews updates to the TIP and its air quality conformity 
analysis. 

 
 Notices on the draft TIP updates are mailed out along with instructions on how to access 

and comment on the TIP. The mailing roster targets agencies involved in the preparation 
of the region’s long-range plan, including Tribal Nations. Additionally, state agencies and 
local agencies are consulted through the Inter-Governmental Review process 
(Association of Bay Area Government’s Area-wide Clearinghouse). 

  
 MTC’s compliance with the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) for the regional 

long-range transportation plan also serves as the framework to consult, as appropriate, 
with federal, state and local resource agencies responsible for land use management, 
natural resources, environmental protections, conservation, and historic preservation.  
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TIP REVISIONS  
What happens after the  

TIP is adopted? 
Revising the TIP 

Once a TIP is adopted, revisions are made on a frequent and routine basis to accommodate 
changes to project scopes and funding. Revisions to the TIP may occur as amendments, 
administrative modifications, or technical corrections. Each type of revision follows a different 
set of implementation procedures. Administrative modifications and amendments are defined in 
federal regulations, specifically Title 23, CFR part 450.104. The Federal Highway Administration 
(FHWA), Federal Transit Administration (FTA), and California Department of Transportation 
(Caltrans) have developed amendment and administrative modification procedures for the TIP. 
These procedures are posted online at: http://mtc.ca.gov/our-work/fund-invest/tip/tip-revisions-
and-amendments, in the MTC TIP Revision Process and Procedures document included in 
Appendix A-65, and by the MTC Public Participation Plan located in Appendix A-5.  
 
MTC staff also has the authority to make technical corrections to the TIP, and the Executive 
Director and/or a Deputy Director has signature authority to approve administrative 
modifications for the TIP and Federal Statewide Transportation Improvement Program (FSTIP) 
under delegated authority by the California Department of Transportation (Caltrans) and to 
forward TIP amendments once approved by the Commission to the appropriate state and federal 
agencies for review and approval. 
 
MTC processes TIP revisions when the circumstances prompting the change are compelling, and 
the change will not adversely affect air quality conformity or financial constraint findings of the 
TIP. All changes must be consistent with the regional transportation plan. 
 
TIP Update 

A TIP update is a complete update of the existing TIP to reflect new or revised transportation 
investment strategies and priorities. Given the dynamic nature of the TIP, with frequent project 
additions and amendments throughout the year, the TIP update process largely consists of 
moving projects already programmed in the existing TIP into the next four year period, re-
demonstrating the program is constrained to estimated revenues, and re-demonstrating air 
quality conformity.   
 

Federal regulations require that the TIP be updated at least once every four years. MTC may 
update the TIP more frequently, however, these updates are limited to special circumstances, 
such as aligning the update cycle with State processes or to reflect an amendment to the 
regional long-range plan. Caltrans requires all MPOs in the state to update their TIPs 
concurrently every two years.  
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FINANCIAL CONSTRAINT 
 
The TIP must be financially constrained, meaning 
that the amount of funding programmed must not 
exceed the amount of funding estimated to be 
reasonably available. Financial constraint must 
demonstrated by program and by year for the four 
active years of the TIP.   
 
As an air quality non-attainment area, MTC may only 
program projects with committed funds in the first 
two years of the TIP. Reasonably available revenues 
(funds that are not yet committed to the project but 
are estimated to be available during the four years of 
the TIP) may be programmed to projects in the third 
and fourth years of the TIP.  
 
MTC re-demonstrates fiscal constraint with every amendment to the TIP. In addition, MTC 
continuously monitors developments in funding programs and funding needs of transportation 
projects, as reflected by the TIP project listing. Any significant changes are reviewed by MTC and 
its transportation partners; and, if needed, MTC will take appropriate actions, such as a TIP 
revision, to maintain the financial constraint of the TIP.  
 
System Preservation, Operations and Maintenance Costs 

In addition to the funds programmed to the projects in the TIP, fiscal constraint requirements 
also encompass the estimated costs of preserving, maintaining, and operating the region’s 
transportation system as a whole. The bulk of these funds are not captured by the projects 
programmed in the TIP, which tend to be large, federally-funded capital projects. The framework 
of both MTC’s current long-range plan and the Draft 2017 TIP meet this requirement. 
 
Below are key programs in the TIP which address system preservation, operation, and 
maintenance of the transportation system: 
 

 State Highways: The State Highway Operation and Protection Program (SHOPP) is a 
program of projects administered by Caltrans to manage, preserve, and improve the 
existing State highway system. Caltrans develops a ten-year SHOPP plan that identifies 
the needs for rehabilitation and reconstruction of all state highways and bridges over a 
ten-year period. SHOPP projects fall into six major categories: Collision Reduction, Bridge 
Preservation, Roadway Preservation, Roadside Preservation, Mobility Improvement, and 
Major Disaster Restoration. Projects are approved for inclusion in the SHOPP on a 
statewide competitive basis, initiated by the Caltrans District Offices, with safety projects 
as the highest priority.  

Fiscal Constraint of the  
Draft 2017 TIP 

 
MTC has taken into consideration the 
transportation funding revenues 
expected to be available during the four 
years of the Draft 2017 TIP (FY 2016-17 
though FY 2019-20) and has found the 
programming of the 2017 TIP to be 
financially constrained by program and 
by year. For a full accounting of all 
funds included in the Draft 2017 TIP, 
please refer to the Draft 2017 TIP Fiscal 
Constraint Appendix A-72.  
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 Local Streets and Roads: Preservation costs for San Francisco Bay Area local roadway 

infrastructure (pavement, non-pavement and locally-owned bridges) are determined 
using a process that incorporates pavement management programs and analysis 
completed by jurisdictions. The information on local street and road needs feeds into the 
Regional Transportation Plan needs assessment and is a basis for making funds available 
for streets and roads preservation projects, which are programmed in the TIP. Refer to 
Appendix A-68 for more detailed information and Streets and Roads needs and analysis.   
 

 Transit Operations and Rehabilitation: The TIP includes Financial Capacity Assessments for 
public transit agencies in the region, which assess the financial state of the transit 
operators in the region and initiatives being undertaken to maintain the existing capital 
plan and service operations. The assessments are included in Section 2 of the TIP 
document. Also, under the Transit Performance Initiative (TPI), MTC created an incentive 
program to reward transit agencies that achieve ridership increases and productivity 
improvements, and has allocated funds to projects in the TIP on the basis of 
performance, thereby encouraging greater efficiencies and better service to the public. 
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FUND SOURCES PROGRAMMED IN THE TIP 
 

What are the primary federal, state and local  
fund sources included in the TIP? 

 
The TIP includes transportation funding from a wide variety of sources. The following is a 
description and availability of the primary fund sources within the four years of the Draft 2017 
TIP. All dollar amounts are shown in thousands.  
 
Federal Transit Administration (FTA) Programs  

 
 Section 5307 Urbanized Area Formula: FTA Section 5307 funds are distributed to urbanized 

areas by FTA based on population and service factors for the five large urbanized areas 
of San Francisco-Oakland, San Jose, Concord, Antioch, and Santa Rosa, and population 
factors for the seven small urbanized areas of Vallejo, Fairfield, Vacaville, Napa, 
Livermore, Gilroy-Morgan Hill, and Petaluma. MTC prioritizes these funds for transit 
capital replacement projects such as revenue vehicles and fixed guideway; however, 
some funds are also used for transit operations, system enhancements and job access 
and reverse commute projects. MTC adopted a preliminary Section 5307 program of 
projects for FY2015-16 in January 2016, and anticipates completing the next 
programming cycle later in 2016. MTC anticipates that the next cycle will include FY2016-
17 through FY2019-20 to align with the term of FAST Act authorization.

 5309 Bus and Bus Facilities: FTA Section 5309 Bus funds are used to fund bus and bus 

facility replacement, rehabilitation, expansion and enhancement projects. The program 
was replaced with the new Section 5339 Bus and Bus Facilities formula program by MAP-
21 starting in FY2012-13 (see below). Several projects in the TIP include Section 5309 Bus 
funds programmed in previous years. The FTA Section 5309 Bus program funds were 
usually awarded by FTA directly to transit operators and other agencies through FTA’s 
State of Good Repair, Bus Livability and other competitive, discretionary programs. The 
funds were also distributed by Congress through discretionary earmarks.   

 
 5309 Capital Investment Grants: The FTA Capital Investment Grants program is a 

nationally competitive program and is used to fund new and expanded fixed guideway 
systems including bus rapid transit systems. This program includes the New Starts, Small 
Starts and Core Capacity funding programs.

 Section 5310 Enhanced Mobility of Seniors and Individuals with Disabilities: FTA Section 

5310 funds are available to states or local government authorities, private non-profit 
organizations, or operators of public transportation for capital and operating projects 
that serve the special needs of transit-dependent populations beyond traditional public 
transportation services and Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) complementary 
paratransit services. Within California, Caltrans is the designated recipient for the 
urbanized area (UA) and rural funds in the MTC region. However, under MAP-21, 
Caltrans has delegated program development for the large UA funds to MTC. MTC is 
responsible for the region’s large UA project scoring and selection as well as ensuring all 
projects are derived from the region’s Coordinated Public Transit – Human Services 
Transportation Plan (“Coordinated Plan”). The Bay Area’s Coordinated Plan was adopted 
in March 2013, with an update anticipated to be adopted in early 2017.

 Section 5311 Rural Area Program: FTA Section 5311 funds are available to transit 

operators that provide transportation services in rural areas. MTC develops the funding 
priorities for the Bay Area in conjunction with Caltrans who is the designated recipient 
and administers the funds. MTC programs the Bay Area’s regional apportionment to 
transit operators according to each operator’s rural area population and rural area route 
miles. Recipients are required to prioritize the replacement of capital equipment, with 
top priority for capital assets needed to maintain existing transit services. Recipients may 
use funds for operations if they document that the funds are not needed to maintain or 
replace capital equipment. Currently, funds are programmed through FY 2015-16.

 Section 5316 Job Access and Reverse Commute Program (JARC): FTA Section 5316 funds 

were available for job access projects designed to transport welfare recipients and other 
eligible low income individuals to and from jobs and other trips related to employment. 
MAP-21 eliminated Section 5316 as a separate program and combined its function and 
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funds with the Section 5307 program (see above). Several projects in the TIP include 
Section 5316 funds programmed in previous years. 

 
 Section 5317 New Freedom Program: FTA Section 5317 was created by SAFETEA to provide 

formula funding for new public transportation services and public transportation 
alternatives beyond those required by ADA to assist persons with disabilities. MAP-21 
eliminated Section 5317 as a separate program and combined its function and funds 
with the Section 5310 program (see above). Several projects in the TIP include Section 
5317 funds programmed in previous years. 

 
 Section 5337 State of Good Repair Program: FTA Section 5337 is a funding program 

created by MAP-21 to replace the Section 5309 Fixed Guideway Modernization program 
(see above). Eligible uses of the funds include the replacement and rehabilitation of fixed 
guideway assets including railcars, ferry vessels, buses operating in HOV lanes, and 
related infrastructure.  Projects are limited to replacement and rehabilitation, or capital 
projects required to maintain public transportation systems in a state of good repair. The 
funds are distributed by FTA to the four large urbanized areas of San Francisco-Oakland, 
San Jose, Concord and Antioch based on service factors. MTC programs the Section 5337 
funds using the same criteria and schedule as the FTA Section 5307 funds (see above).

discretionary program (see above). Eligible uses of the funds are similar: bus and bus 
facility replacement, rehabilitation, expansion and enhancement projects. The funds are 
distributed to the 12 Bay Area urbanized areas by FTA based on population and service 
factors. MTC programs the Section 5339 funds using the same criteria and schedule as 
the FTA Section 5307 funds (see above).

Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) Programs  
 

 Surface Transportation Block Grant Program (STP): Federal transportation legislation 
authorizes the State of California to distribute regional Surface Transportation Block 
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Grant Program (STP) funds to areas within the State based on urbanized population 
shares. MTC pools the STP funds coming to the San Francisco Bay Area with CMAQ 
funds to develop a comprehensive and multi-modal program. MTC, in cooperation with 
its transportation partners, developed a variety of regional and local programs through 
the STP/CMAQ funded One Bay Area Grant (OBAG) program. In general, the STP funds 
support the Local Streets and Road rehabilitation program, the transit priorities and 
regional operations programs, planning activities, bicycle and pedestrian projects, and 
Transportation for Livable Communities. Programming is based on apportionments 
provided by Caltrans and the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA). Anticipated STP 
apportionments for FY 2016-17 are programmed as part of OBAG 1; apportionments for 
FY 2017-18 through FY2021-22 will be programmed through the OBAG 2 programming 
cycle.

 Congestion Mitigation and Air Quality Improvement Program (CMAQ): Federal 

transportation legislation authorizes the State of California to spend Congestion 
Mitigation and Air Quality Improvement Program (CMAQ) funds in air basins that are 
not in compliance with federal air quality standards. California distributes CMAQ funds 
to the metropolitan planning organizations (MPOs) based on population and the 
severity of non-attainment of air quality standards in a particular air basin using various 
weighting factors. MTC pools the CMAQ funds coming to the San Francisco Bay Area 
with STP funds to develop a comprehensive multi-modal program, known as OBAG (see 
above). The CMAQ portion of OBAG funds projects and programs that address air 
quality such as transit programs, regional operations, Transportation for Livable 
Communities, bicycle and pedestrian projects, Safe Routes to School, the Climate 
Initiatives program, Freeway Performance Initiative program, and Clipper(SM) (universal 
fare card). The amounts available for programming were provided by Caltrans and the 
Federal Highway Administration (FHWA). CMAQ apportionments for the TIP period are 
shown below. Anticipated CMAQ apportionments for FY 2016-17 are programmed as 
part of OBAG 1; apportionments for FY 2017-18 through FY2021-22 will be programmed 
through the OBAG 2 programming cycle.

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 Transportation Alternatives Program (TAP):  In 2013, the State Legislature combined 
multiple federal and state bicycle and pedestrian fund programs, including the federal 
Transportation Alternatives Program (TAP), into a single program. The state’s Active 
Transportation Program (ATP) is described under the State, Regional, and Local 
programs, below. 
 

 National Highway Freight Program (NHFP):  Introduced in 2015 with the FAST Act, the NHFP 
is a formula program supporting the efficient movement of freight on the National Highway 
Freight Network. Implementation of this new program is still under development; funds will be 
programmed into the TIP after project selection has been completed. 
 

 Highway Bridge Program: Eliminated as a stand-alone federal program under MAP-21, 
Caltrans has continued to implement the local highway bridge program using other 
federal funds. The intent of the program is to replace or rehabilitate public highway 
bridges that are structurally deficient or functionally obsolete. Caltrans manages the 
statewide program, evaluating candidate projects for eligibility requirements, and 
including the successful candidate projects in the financially constrained program lists 
that are forwarded to MPOs for inclusion into the TIP. HBP funded projects are often 
programmed into the TIP as a single group listing, rather than individual projects.  
  

 Highway Safety Improvement Program (HSIP): The purpose of HSIP is to achieve a 
significant reduction in fatalities and serious injuries on public roads. Caltrans manages 
the state’s allocation of these federal funds, using crash reduction factors to identify 
candidate projects for funding. HSIP funded projects are often programmed into the TIP 
as a single group listing, rather than individual projects. 
 

Federal Discretionary Programs 
 

 Fostering Advancements in Shipping and Transportation for the Long‐term Achievement of 
National Efficiencies (FASTLANE): Introduced in the FAST Act as a new federal discretionary 

funding program, to fund critical freight and highway projects across the country. The 
implementation of the first round of this grant program is currently underway; funds will 
be programmed into the TIP after project selection has been completed. 
 

 Transportation Infrastructure Finance and Innovation Act (TIFIA): The TIFIA program 
provides federal credit assistance in financing surface transportation projects of regional 
and national significance. Projects must cost at least $50 million or 33.3% of a state’s 
annual appropriation of federal-aid funds, whichever is less; Intelligent Traffic System 
(ITS) projects have a lower project cost requirement of $15 million. Federal credit 
assistance under TIFIA in the form of secured loans, loan guarantees, or standby lines of 
credit provides more flexibility in repayment terms and potentially more favorable 
interest rates than private capital market alternatives.  
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 Transportation Investment Generating Economic Recovery (TIGER): TIGER grants are 
awarded on a competitive basis for projects that will have a significant impact on the 
Nation, a metropolitan area, or a region. Since the TIGER program was first created in 
2009, $4.6 billion has been awarded for capital investments in surface transportation 
infrastructure over seven rounds of competitive grants. TIGER funds will be programmed 
into the TIP after they have been awarded.  
 

 Earmarks: Earmarks are the provision of funds through Congressional action, either 
legislation or appropriations, to specific projects. In 2011, Congress eliminated earmarks 
from use. However, many earmarks remain programmed in the TIP (either in the four 
active years of the TIP or in prior years) on active and ongoing projects. In addition, the 
Consolidated Appropriations Act, 2016 included a provision that enables States to 
repurpose unobligated balances on earmarks that are more than ten years old. MTC will 
amend the TIP as necessary to reflect programming changes that may be required by the 
implementation of this provision.  
 

State, Regional, and Local Programs 
 

Not all state and local funds must be programmed in the TIP. However, if these funds are used 
to match federal dollars described above, or if they are attached to projects that require federal 
approval or other formal federal action, or if the project funded is considered to be regionally 
significant, they must be included in the TIP. State and local fund sources include the following:  
 

 State Transportation Improvement Program (STIP): The California Transportation 
Commission (CTC) is required to biennially adopt a State Transportation Improvement 
Program (STIP). The STIP is a comprehensive listing of all major projects to be funded from 
specified state funding programs and certain federal funds that flow directly to the state. 
As a result, many of the projects that are included in the STIP must eventually be included 
in the regional TIPs and the FSTIP as well. The STIP is funded in large part by the state 
excise tax on gasoline. 

 
Regional Transportation Improvement Program (RTIP): The bulk (75%) of the STIP 
consists of spending programs developed at the regional level throughout California, 
called the Regional Transportation Improvement Programs (RTIP). The RTIP is a five-
year capital improvement program of transportation projects on and off the State 
Highway System, funded with revenues from the State Highway Account (SHA), 
federal funds, and other funding sources.  
 
Working from a CTC Fund Estimate based on population and road miles, MTC 
submits the Bay Area's RTIP every two years. The amount available for programming 
and the actual programmed amount in the 2017 TIP reflect the County Share 
balances and programming targets of the 2016 STIP Fund Estimate, and funding 
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committed to the region as adopted by the CTC on May 19, 2016. The next STIP cycle 
will be in 2018. 

 

Interregional Transportation Improvement Program (ITIP): The remaining element of 
the STIP (25%) is known as the Interregional Transportation Improvement Program 
(ITIP). The ITIP is intended to address transportation infrastructure needs that cross 
metropolitan boundaries and link the state’s transportation system, such as intercity 
rail and interregional highways. The ITIP is a five-year capital improvement program 
of transportation projects on and off the state highway system, funded with revenues 
from the SHA, federal funds, and other funding sources. The amount available for 
programming and the actual programmed amount in the 2017 TIP reflect the 
funding committed to the region adopted by the CTC on May 19, 2016. The next STIP 
cycle will be in 2018.

 State Highway Operation and Protection Program (SHOPP):  The purpose of the SHOPP is 

to adequately maintain and operate the state highway system. In accordance with 
Government Code Section 14526.5 and Streets and Highways Code Section 164.6, the 
SHOPP is a four-year program of projects with the purpose of collision reduction, bridge 
preservation, roadway preservation, roadside preservation, mobility, or facilities related 
to the state highway system. SHOPP is funded through the SHA, federal funding, and 
other sources. The most recent programming, the 2016 SHOPP, covers the four-year 
period from fiscal years 2016-17 through 2019-20. Similar to the RTIP, the SHOPP is 
updated every two years. The amount available for programming and the actual 
programmed amount in the 2017 TIP reflect the SHOPP funding available to the region 
as approved by the CTC. 
 

 Active Transportation Program (ATP): The State Legislature created the Active 
Transportation program (ATP) in 2013 to combine multiple federal and state bicycle and 
pedestrian fund sources and programs into a consolidated state program. ATP includes 
federal funding sources such as the Transportation Alternatives Program (TAP), and state 
funding such as the Bicycle Transportation Account (BTA) and Safe Routes to Schools 
(SR2S). The CTC has adopted the first two cycles of ATP projects, and the project 
selection process for the third cycle is currently underway. Once adopted by the CTC, 
MTC will program the third cycle of ATP, for years 2019-20 and 2020-2021 into the 2017 
TIP.

 Proposition 1B Bond Funds: Approved by voters in 2006, the program includes nearly $20 

billion in investments statewide through the Corridor Mobility Improvement Account 
(CMIA), Trade Corridors Improvement Fund (TCIF), Public Transportation Modernization, 
Improvement, and Service Enhancement Account (PTMISEA), and other programs.  
 

 Transportation Development Act (TDA) & State Transit Assistance (STA) funds: TDA 
revenues are derived from a state sales tax of one-quarter of one percent on all retail 
sales in each county, used to finance transit operations, and bus and rail projects as well 
as special paratransit services for disabled passengers, and bicycle and pedestrian 
projects. STA funds are generated from the state sales tax on diesel fuel. These funds can 
be used for both transit capital and operating projects and are distributed 50% to the 
Population-Based program and 50% to the Revenue-Based program. 
 

 Regional Measure 1 (RM 1), Regional Measure 2 (RM 2), and other bridge toll funds: Bridge 
Toll funding is funding generated from tolls collected on the seven state-owned toll 
bridges in the bay area. The Bay Area Toll Authority (BATA) administers and allocates 
base toll revenues from the seven state-owned bridges to Caltrans for the day-to-day 
operations, maintenance and administration of these bridges, as well as their capital 
improvement and rehabilitation. BATA also serves as a pass-through agency for Regional 
Measure 2 (RM2) bridge toll funds to specific voter-approved projects to relieve traffic 
congestion in bridge corridors, earthquake retrofit of state-owned toll bridges and other 
traffic mitigation projects related to retrofit work. Other bridge toll funding programs 
include Regional Measure 1 (RM1) and AB1171 projects to relieve traffic congestion in 
bridge corridors; AB 664 Net Bridge Toll Revenues, which MTC’s policy is to use to match 
federally funded transit capital projects that relieve congestion on the San Francisco-
Oakland Bay, San Mateo-Hayward and Dumbarton bridges; and Two Percent Bridge Toll 
revenues, which are derived from the transit element of RM1 and fund specific ferry and 
non-ferry capital projects.

Innovative Financing 
 

 Advance Construction: Advance Construction (AC) is a financial management tool used to 
advance projects to meet program goals and project delivery schedules using non-
federal funds while remaining eligible for federal funding at a later date. Once federal 
funding becomes available AC projects may be converted in whole or in part to normal 
federal funding. The previously expended funds are then replenished by federal 
reimbursements. 

 

 Toll Credits: Section 120(j) of Title 23 allows states to use certain toll revenue 
expenditures as a credit toward the non-federal matching share of programs authorized 
by Title 23 (except for the emergency relief programs) and for transit programs 
authorized by Chapter 53 of Title 49, referred as transportation development credits. Toll 
credits are not additional funds, but may be used in lieu of the non-federal match, 
bringing federal participation in a project to 100 percent of the project cost. The TIP 
must remain fiscally constrained when using toll credits in lieu of the non-federal match. 
Tracking of toll credits is performed through MTC’s Fund Management System (FMS). 
State and Regional toll credits policies and procedures are included in Appendix A-53 
and Appendix A-54.

Organization 

Project listings provide a detailed description for each individual project listed in the TIP. The 
projects are organized into four sections, transit projects, roadway projects, regional 
transportation projects (region-wide projects and initiatives), and tollway projects. Transit 
projects are listed alphabetically by operator. Roadway projects are sorted first by county and 
then by general project type (state highway, local roadway, bicycle and pedestrian, port, freight 
and rail, and public lands and trails), and listed alphabetically by project sponsor. Regional 
transportation projects are sorted by county and then listed by TIP ID number. Projects being 
implemented on toll facilities are sorted by the specific toll bridge that they affect and then by 
TIP ID.

Another way to locate the page number for a specific project is through the indices located at 
the end of Volume 1, Section 3. The indices are organized by County and sorted by TIP ID.

Regional Summary 
 
 
Background 
  
In the San Francisco Bay Area, there are over 20 public transit agencies consisting of bus, ferry 
boat, light rail, heavy rail, and paratransit service providers. The seven largest transit agencies 
represent 92 percent of the total transit operating costs in the Bay Area and carry 95 percent of 
the passenger trips. The table below provides a snapshot of operating and service statistics for 
Bay Area transit operators

The Bay Area economy has recovered from the downturn that began in Fiscal Year 2007-08 and 
the region’s transit systems have been adding service in order to meet public demand.   The region 
exceeded pre-recession service levels in FY 2014-15 and while transit operators continue to add 
passengers and service hours, they are cautious about expanding operations too quickly given 
limited revenue from state and Federal sources, the susceptibility of sales tax revenues to 
economic swings, and an increasing needs for capital maintenance investments. 
 
During the constrained financial environment from FY 2009 to FY 2011, transit agencies carefully 
examined their service and opportunities to reduce costs and improve productivity, where 
possible.  In 2010, MTC launched its Transit Sustainability Project (TSP), a two year, comprehensive 
effort to address long term sustainability of the region’s transit system. The TSP goals are to 
improve the transit operators’ financial condition, improve service to the customers and attract 
new riders to the transit system. In May 2012, MTC approved the TSP recommendations, including 
performance measures and targets, an initiative program that includes investment and incentive 
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strategies for improving transit service, and additional customer-focused service, institutional, and 
paratransit recommendations.  The seven largest operators in the region will be required to meet 
TSP performance goals related to cost control by FY 2018, and maintain performance standards 
on an annual basis.   
 
Projections – Transit Operating and Capital 
 
As part of the San Francisco Bay Area’s long range transportation plan—Plan Bay Area 2040—
development effort, MTC estimated the total cost to operate and maintain existing transit services 
over the 24-year plan period (FY 2016-17 through FY 2039-40).  While Plan Bay Area 2040 is still 
in development and is not expected to be adopted until 2017, much of the work associated with 
projecting the costs and available revenues for transit operations and capital maintenance has 
been completed and vetted through stakeholders and appropriate Committees.  The costs and 
revenues provided in this Financial Capacity Assessment are the most up to date and appropriate 
for use. 
 
Over the next 24 years, operating and capital replacement costs for Bay Area transit providers are 
projected to total $169 billion. This includes $122 billion in operating costs plus $47 billion for 
capital replacement. With existing dedicated revenues plus discretionary revenues that will likely 
be directed towards transit by Plan Bay Area 2040, MTC estimates that the region will be able to 
fully address the operating needs for transit at current service levels as well as fund 100 percent 
of vehicle replacements and most other essential transit capital rehabilitation and maintenance 
needs over the Plan period.  
 
The projections developed for Plan Bay Area 2040 are appropriate for a long-range planning 
effort; however, they rely on fixed assumptions about economic factors and funding streams and 
do not take into account recent variations in revenue, and strategies undertaken to balance 
budgets in the short term. For the years covered by the 2017 TIP, MTC updated revenue 
projections to account for recent growth to ensure that estimates of costs and revenues reflected 
existing short-range budgets and strategies for ensuring the transit operators’ ability to operate 
and maintain their systems over the period covered by the TIP. 
 
To demonstrate the financial capacity of the Bay Area transit operators to provide on-going 
service at existing levels, MTC has provided annual information on operating costs and estimated 
revenues for each of the region’s seven largest operators, and consolidated information for the 
region’s small operators, who combined, make up approximately seven percent of total operating 
costs in the region. 
 
Based on the Plan Bay Area projections, the table below shows the consolidated rehabilitation and 
maintenance needs of the region’s transit operators in the table below for key project categories 
(vehicle replacement and fixed guideway rehabilitation/replacement).

MTC estimates that approximately $4.2 billion in transit capital maintenance needs exist within 
the 2017 TIP period. This figure includes the replacement and modernization of train control 
systems for several of the Bay Area’s rail operators.  A projection of capital revenue summarized 
in the Table 3 below, shows that there is approximately $4.1 billion available over the same time 
period. This summary does not include un-programmed regional discretionary funds that will be 
committed through Plan Bay Area 2040 to capital rehabilitation and or expansion projects, federal 
grant (non-formula), or funds from local revenue measures slated for the 2016 ballot.  Of the total 
available, nearly half comes from non-Federal sources. The amounts included in the “Other” 
category consist primarily of surplus operating funding made available for capital purposes. It 
should be noted that a significant portion of the capital investment need identified in the previous 
2015 TIP has been satisfied by a large regional investment in the Bay Area Rapid Transit (BART) 
car replacements; for which the region has been setting aside funds for the past several years in 
order to prepare for this major investment. 
 
Also provided within the individual operator assessments is a summary of each of the seven large 
operators’ individual capital maintenance needs for core assets, and a consolidated summary of 
the capital maintenance needs for the region’s smaller operators.

Attachment A lists the major transit capital projects included in the 2017 TIP. There are 
approximately $1.7 billion in planned transit capital projects over the four year period. Of the total, 
about 36 percent of the funding is assumed to come from Federal sources.  Many operators have 
already assumed local match requirements within their projected operating expenses.   
 
Based on the information summarized above and detailed in the following assessments, the San 
Francisco Bay Area transit agencies have the financial capacity to operate transit service and meet 
capital match requirements over the period covered by the 2017 TIP.

Operator Background & Budget 
 
The Alameda-Contra Costa Transit District, the third-largest public bus system in California, 
operates a fleet of 639 vehicles on 122 local and 34 transbay routes that serve 13 East Bay cities 
and adjacent unincorporated areas in Alameda and Contra Costa counties. The routes connect 
with nine other public and private bus systems, 21 Bay Area Rapid Transit stations, six Amtrak 
stations, three ferry terminals, and Oakland International Airport. 
 
East Bay Paratransit Consortium provides ADA paratransit service in the East Bay. The consortium 
has entered into a contract with a broker to provide the necessary paratransit services. Operating 
costs are split between AC Transit and BART. 
 
AC Transit’s multi-year budget projections show that operating costs generally increase at the 
level of inflation.  Negotiated labor agreements and compensation changes implemented for non-
union and contracted employees several years ago have helped to control operating costs. 
 
In 2016, AC Transit completed a Comprehensive Operations Analysis (COA) intended to maximize 
the efficiency and effectiveness of their transit system.  The COA included a review of all transit 
services within a given area, assessment of route performance and current and future demand, 
and recommendations on how to better link trips.   
  
AC Transit’s budget projections also show that revenues are keeping pace with expenses. Farebox 
revenue and sales tax-based receipts show continued growth since their recovery in 2011 and are 
projected to grow at a modest but steady rate. Ridership numbers have reached the levels that 
existed prior to cuts in service in March 2010.  
 
In 2014, Alameda County voters passed Measure BB, which renewed and augmented the existing 
county-wide sales tax.  The measure is expected to provide over $1 billion in revenue for transit 
operations over the duration of the measure.  While most of the revenue is intended for service 
expansion, 15% of the total annual revenue for mass transit purposes is intended to assist with 
balancing the budget for existing operations.

Operator Background & Budget 
 
BART operates rail service on four Transbay routes and one route in the East Bay. The system 
operates 681 rail cars on 108 miles of track and 45 stations. The West Dublin/Pleasanton infill 
station opened in February 2011, and the Oakland Airport Connector—an automated guideway 
system that links the Oakland Coliseum BART station with one of the region’s international 
airports—opened in 2014.  Ridership is one of the key measures of BART’s success. Between 
FY2004 and FY2015, BART’s ridership has grown by approximately 30%, and passenger counts 
have gone from 307,000 to over 400,000 on an average weekday.  BART’s latest SRTP was 
adopted in September 2014.  
 
BART estimates that operating costs will grow at an average rate of about 3% per year over the 
TIP period.  Fare revenue is expected to grow at an average rate of approximately 3% over the TIP 
period due to a combination of growth in passengers and planned biennial fare increases to keep 
pace with inflation. 
 
BART has implemented a number of strategies to meet the goals of its 2003 Financial 
Stability Policy, including implementing small regular fare increases tied to CPI and surcharges 
tied to capital needs, increasing revenue from other sources such as parking and advertising, and 
maintaining a reserve of at least 5% of total annual operating expenses.  BART also shifts a 
significant portion of its annual operating revenue to its capital budget, in anticipation of 
upcoming large maintenance and replacement needs.

BART projects sufficient revenues to cover operating expenses over each year of the 2017 TIP 
period. According to BART’s operating budget projections and their most recent Short Range 
Transit Plan, approximately $500 million in revenues is projected to be made available for capital 
replacement and debt service.

Operator Background & Budget 
 
The Peninsula Corridor Joint Powers Board (JPB) — consisting of representatives from San 
Francisco, San Mateo, and Santa Clara counties — operates Caltrain, which provides commuter 
rail service between San Francisco and San Jose with additional service to Gilroy in southern Santa 
Clara County. Under contract with TransitAmerica Services Inc., the system currently operates 123 
heavy rail vehicles and 29 locomotives.  Caltrain also provides 28 feeder shuttles to transport 
passengers to and from its stations. 
 
Ridership on Caltrain is at a historic level and fare revenues account for over 50% of Caltrain’s 
operating revenue. Existing revenues are sufficient to meet projected operating expenses over the 
four year period of the TIP, however, some balancing of costs and revenues will be required to 
avoid single-year deficits.  Caltrain does not have a dedicated source of operating revenue similar 
to most operators that receive sales-tax based revenue and subsidies. The agency relies on JPB 
member contributions to fund a significant portion of their operating costs.  
 
A possible long term revenue solution for Caltrain is a future sales tax measure in Santa Clara 
County that would provide a new source of funding.  An initiative is expected to be on the ballot 
in November, 2016. 
 
In addition to finding new revenue solutions, a key strategy for improving Caltrain’s efficiency and 
gaining additional passengers is to modernize the system. Electrification of the system between 
San Francisco and San Jose will improve Caltrain’s limited capacity to run additional trains and 
carry more passengers, thereby improving fare revenue.  On March 28, 2012, MTC approved an 
agreement and established a funding framework among MTC, the California High Speed Rail 
Authority, the JPB, the SFCTA, the SMCTA, VTA, the City of San Jose, the City and County of San 
Francisco, and the TJPA, for a High Speed Rail Early Investment Strategy that includes 
electrification. Electrification is expected to be completed by 2020.

Operating 
A summary of the operating financial capacity assessment is provided in the table below. 
Operational needs are growing at an average rate of 2.8% over the years contained in the TIP. 
Projected revenues are expected to increase by approximately 1.7% annually over the same time 
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period.  Based on these figures, Caltrain anticipates a cumulative operating surplus of $1 million 
over the period of the TIP.

Operator Background & Budget 
 
The Golden Gate Bridge, Highway and Transportation District (GGBHTD) is a special district of 
the State of California that operates and maintains the Golden Gate Bridge and provides transit 
service between and within Marin, Sonoma and San Francisco Counties. GGBHTD operates two 
primary transit services: Golden Gate Transit and Golden Gate Ferry. Currently, their fleet of 
transit vehicles consists of seven ferry boats and 176 buses.  Golden Gate Transit bus services 
include regional and local routes; regional routes are controlled and operated by GGBHTD, and 
local routes are operated by GGBHTD under contract with Marin Transit. GGBHTD sets fare 
policy and service levels for regional service, and Marin Transit sets fare policy and determines 
service levels for all service that begins and ends within Marin County.  
 
Golden Gate Transit has sufficient revenues to meet operating needs within the four years 
included in the 2017 TIP. Operating costs are projected to grow at approximately 2% annually, 
and fares are projected to increase by 4% annually over the same time period.  Golden Gate 
Transit continues to receive toll-revenue subsidies in order to meet operating expenses. 
Historically, approximately 40% of the annual cost of operating Golden Gate Transit was 
subsidized by tolls collected on the Golden Gate Bridge.   
 
GGBHTD has developed three strategic plans aimed at ensuring the near- and long-term 
sustainability of each operating division. The Strategic Vision for Golden Gate Transit Regional 
Bus Service was developed in late 2013 and includes a plan for more effectively using available 
resources, expanding service where warranted, restructuring or eliminating inefficient service, 
and retaining and attracting new riders in both existing and emerging travel markets.

Beyond vehicle replacement, Bus Division capital projects include rehabilitation, refurbishment, 
and replacement of facilities, equipment, and technologies. The Ferry Division has programmed 
capital projects including refurbishment of vessels, planned replacement of propulsion systems, 
berth and channel dredging, security system upgrades and enhancements, and the continuation 
of the Gangways and Piers project. The Gangways and Piers project includes the replacement of 
floats and ramps and is intended to rehabilitate the ferry terminals to ensure customer (and 
maintenance) accessibility.

Operator Background & Budget 
 
San Francisco Municipal Transportation Agency (SFMTA) operates 77 transit lines over an 
approximately 47-square-mile service area. The SFMTA currently runs transit service 24 hours 
a day, seven days a week, providing over 700,000 transit trips each weekday on its fleet of cable 
cars, streetcars, motor coaches, trolley coaches, and light rail vehicles, and carried an estimated 
234 million passengers in FY 2015.  SFMTA carries approximately 44% of the total passenger 
transit trips within the region.  

SFMTA’s Muni Forward operations plan has as its objectives to improve customer service, 
communications, and transit performance on its fixed route service.  In January 2015, SFMTA’s 
Board of Directors approved a three percent increase in transit service in FY 2015 and a seven 
percent increase in FY 2016. An additional two percent service increase is proposed for FY 2017 
or FY 2018.  This significant increase in service results in an operations budget that is expected to 
top $1 billion annually, over the 2017 TIP period.   
 
To support operations the City of San Francisco contributes close to $500 million of general fund, 
parking, and development fee revenues.  Farebox revenues provide for approximately 20% of 
SFMTA’s annual operating budget.  San Francisco is also contemplating an initiative for the 
November 2016 ballot that could raise over $7 billion over the course of the measure.  A significant 
portion of the revenue generated from the measure would be used for transit operating and 
capital needs.

San Mateo County Transit District 
(SamTrans) 

 
 
Operator Background & Budget 
 
SamTrans operates fixed-route bus service and contracts with MV Transit for operation of some 
routes. SamTrans has a total fleet of 305 buses, providing more than 13.5 million annual trips in 
San Mateo County in FY2015. SamTrans also owns a fleet of 90 demand-response vehicles that 
provide SamTrans’ ADA-compliant paratransit service.  
 
SamTrans is one of the three members of the JPB and additionally is the managing agency for 
Caltrain. The other two member agencies are the City and County of San Francisco and the 
Santa Clara Valley Transportation Authority. SamTrans is also responsible for the operation of 
Caltrain and the three agencies together are responsible for funding its operations. 
 
Since 2003, SamTrans has committed to fund a portion of the capital and operating costs 
associated with the extension of BART service into San Mateo County. 
 
 
As seen in the table below, SamTrans’ budget is balanced in the four years covered by the TIP; 
however, the agency has acknowledged a structural deficit that could impact service in the future 
should revenue sources dip as a result of an economy, or should costs grow in excess of the 2% 
assumed in their financial forecast.    Samtrans’ 2015-19 Strategic Plan – provides a blueprint for 
the District that shapes the agency’s direction for the next five years. The Strategic Plan includes 
initiatives to implement cost saving and service improvements.. Stated goals of the Plan include 
the investment of resources where they will have the maximum benefit to customers and to 
increase efficiency and effectiveness of SamTrans service.

Operator Background & Budget 
 
VTA operates 495 motor bus coaches and 99 light rail vehicles on 80 routes throughout an 
urbanized area of 326 square miles. 18 core bus routes, including two Bus Rapid Transit routes, 
form the backbone of the system. 19 local bus routes and 18 Community Bus feed into the rest 
of the transit system; VTA’s shuttle routes connect light rail and Caltrain stations with industrial 
areas and San José State University. 18 Express bus routes offer weekday commuter service. VTA 
operates three light-rail transit lines that total 42 miles in length, serving 62 stations. Together, 
these services served about 44 million passengers in FY2015. 
 
Although VTA bus and light-rail services are accessible to individuals with disabilities, a separate 
ADA paratransit service provides over 720,000 trips each year for people in the county who 
cannot use conventional transit. 
 
VTA is a member of the Peninsula Corridor Joint Powers Board. VTA also contracts with the 
Altamont Commuter Express (ACE) for service. Each provides commuter rail service to Santa 
Clara County from adjacent counties, and shuttle vans from their stations to destinations within 
Santa Clara County. VTA belongs to the Highway 17 Express and Dumbarton Express consortium 
that provide express bus service into Santa Clara County from other adjacent counties. 
 
In 2000, Santa Clara County voters approved Measure A, a thirty-year sales tax to fund transit 
operations and capital expansion.  In 2008 Santa Clara County voters also approved an 
additional 1/8th cent sales tax to support operation of the BART extension.  Another ½ cent 
county-wide measure is planned for the 2016 ballot.  If successful, the initiative could raise over 
$11 billion over the course of the measure.  A significant portion of the revenue would be 
devoted to VTA’s transit operations and capital needs. 
 
VTA has sufficient revenues to meet operating needs within the four years included in the 2015 
TIP. Operating costs are projected to grow at an average of about three percent per year over 
the four year period. Fare revenues are also projected to grow at about seven percent per year 
on average.

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Alameda County 
 
 
Overview 
 
Alameda County is the second-largest county in the nine-county Bay Area, with a 
population of over 1.5 million. Alameda County is at the heart of the Bay Area and 
transportation is a high priority for its residents. The extensive network of roads, rails, 
buses, trails and pathways carry roughly a million commute trips daily to, from, within and 
through the county, supporting economic growth in the Bay Area, California and beyond.   
 
Roads and highways 
A significant part of the regional and local transportation system, Alameda County 
roadways move people and goods within the county and beyond and support multiple 
transportation modes. 

 Currently, six of the Bay Area’s top ten most-congested freeway segments are in 
Alameda County and average freeway delays are growing. 

 The congestion in Alameda County is compounded by the large amount of vehicle, 
rail and freight travel through Alameda County between the origins and 
destinations of San Joaquin, Contra Costa, Santa Clara, San Francisco and San 
Mateo counties.  

 Implementation of intelligent transportation systems, express lanes, metered 
lanes and other technology is needed to provide traffic relief. 

 The majority of Alameda County’s 3,988 road miles are minor arterials and local 
roads that provide access to housing, jobs, education and transit through 
multimodal improvements. 

 
Transit 
Transit plays a critical role in Alameda County and includes rail, bus, ferry and shuttle 
service provided by public and private operators.  

 Approximately 100 million riders are boarding transit annually in Alameda 
County. 

 Of BART’s 46 stations, 22 of them are in Alameda County and approximately 34 
percent of all BART boardings originate in Alameda County. 

 
Goods movement 
Alameda County serves as a gateway for goods movement to and from the county, Bay 
Area, Northern California and beyond. 

 The Port of Oakland is the fifth largest port in the nation and handles 90 percent 
of Bay Area trade, by weight. 
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 Oakland International Airport and two major Class I railroads support 
international and domestic trade. 

 The Bay Area’s trucking distribution system is highly concentrated in Alameda 
County, which has an extensive network of interstate freeways and arterial roads. 

 
Alameda County TIP Projects 
 
The Alameda County projects in the 2017 TIP are targeted to improve the quality and 
efficiency of the transportation system by addressing the county’s diverse transportation 
needs as identified in the current Regional Transportation Plan, the Alameda 
Countywide Transportation Plan, Countywide Bicycle and Pedestrian Plan and recent 
planning efforts resulting in first-time countywide plans for Transit, Multimodal Arterial 
and Goods Movement.  
 
Highway and major arterial investments are targeted throughout the county to address 
identified expansion, operational and safety needs.  In the more densely populated 
northern part of the county, various improvements are identified for the I-880 and I-80 
corridors, including the I-880 North Safety Improvements and the 7th Street Grade 
Separations projects.  In eastern Alameda County, highway projects include express lane 
improvements in the I-680 and I-580 corridors and I-580/I-680 interchange 
improvements. In southern Alameda County, improvements include the Route 262 cross 
connector between I-680 and I-880. 
 
To increase the use of alternative modes, funding is also directed towards various 
transit, bicycle and pedestrian and multi-modal improvements on arterials and local 
roads throughout the county. These projects include Bus Rapid Transit (BRT), and 
transit- and Priority Development Area (PDA)-supportive projects such as the East Bay 
Greenway and accessibility improvements at BART stations. Additionally, a large 
investment in transit rehabilitation and capital is primarily directed towards the 
Alameda-Contra Costa Transit District (AC Transit) and the Bay Area Rapid Transit 
District (BART). 
 
The funding for the Alameda County TIP projects comes from a variety of local, regional, 
state, and federal sources, resulting from local, regional and statewide partnerships to 
develop strategic funding packages, establish legislation and prioritize transportation 
investments to advance project delivery. As a result, record-level investments are 
improving Alameda County’s transportation system, including the 2014 Measure BB, 
which will provide $8 billion in transportation improvements over the next 30 years.

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Contra Costa County 
 
 
Overview 
 
While the Bay Area has more than doubled in population since 1950, Contra Costa 
County has grown even faster, more than tripling in population between 1950 and 2010. 
ABAG now estimates that Contra Costa has a population of about 1,038,711 people with 
about 344,922 jobs. Contra Costa is forecast to add 289,410 residents between 2010 and 
2040, a 28 percent increase. Job growth in Contra Costa is expected to be even more 
substantial, adding 122,470 new jobs, a 36 percent increase. 
 
The Contra Costa Transportation Authority (CCTA) serves as the Congestion 
Management Agency (CMA) for the county. As the CMA, CCTA prepares a Congestion 
Management Program and updates it biennially, prepares a recommended list of 
projects for funding through the State Transportation Improvement Program (STIP), and 
works with other CMAs and regional and State agencies to address transportation and 
growth issues in the region and the State. CCTA also manages Measure J, the 2004 half-
cent sales tax that succeeded 1988’s Measure C, which first established Contra Costa’s 
transportation improvement and growth management program. Measure J, which 
began on April 1, 2009, extends the sales tax for another 25 years.  
 
THE VISION FOR CONTRA COSTA 
As part of the development of its 2016 Countywide Comprehensive Transportation Plan, 
or CTP, CCTA refined its vision for the future of the transportation system in Contra 
Costa: 
 
Strive to preserve and enhance the quality of life of local communities by promoting a 
healthy environment and strong economy to benefit all people and areas of Contra 
Costa, through (1) a balanced, safe, and efficient transportation network, (2) cooperative 
planning, and (3) growth management. The transportation network should integrate all 
modes of transportation to meet the diverse needs of Contra Costa. 
 
To achieve this vision, CCTA has identified five goals and 31 strategies to help carry 
them out:  

 Support the efficient and reliable movement of people and goods using all 
available travel modes; 

 Manage growth to sustain Contra Costa’s economy, preserve its environment 
and support its communities; 
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 Expand safe, convenient and affordable alternatives to the single-occupant 
vehicle;  

 Maintain the transportation system; and 
 Continue to invest wisely to maximize the benefits of available funding. 

 
Achieving the vision and goals will require finding the right balance among the different, 
and sometimes competing, needs of Contra Costa’s residents and businesses, including: 
 Improving the regional system of roads, transit, trails and pathways while 

ensuring that the existing system is well maintained; 
 Balancing the needs of through-traffic with the access needs and quality of life of 

adjoining neighborhoods and business areas; 
 Recognizing the differing needs and situations of Contra Costa’s subareas while 

developing a workable approach to countywide and regional initiatives; 
 Recognizing that increased highway capacity will in the future come more from 

operational and technological improvements and not from widening roadways; 
and 

 Supporting and encouraging the use of transit, carpools, bicycling and walking 
often within limited rights-of-way. 

 
Finding this balance will require cooperation among the jurisdictions of Contra Costa 
and the support of residents and the business community.  
 
CONTRA COSTA TIP PROJECTS 
The projects in the proposed TIP support the goals CCTA has adopted especially the first 
and third goals: 
 Support the efficient and reliable movement of people and goods using all 

available travel modes 
 Expand safe, convenient and affordable alternatives to the single-occupant 

vehicle 
 

Support efficient and reliable Movement on Highways and Arterial Roads. Probably 
the highest-profile Contra Costa County project in the TIP focused on enhancing 
vehicular movement is the I-680/SR4 Interchange Improvement project. The project will 
reduce congestion and improve operations along SR4 and 680 in the vicinity of the 
interchange. The 2017 TIP also includes additional improvements to State Route 4, 
including a new interchange at Balfour Road and a new Integrated Corridor 
Management Project focusing on operational improvements. In addition, the 2017 TIP 
includes the HOV lane completion project on southbound I-680 through the SR 24 
interchange. When completed, the project will result in a continuous carpool lane from 
the Benicia-Martinez Bridge to the Alameda County line. 
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Numerous arterial and interchange improvement projects are also planned to relieve 
congestion and improve circulation on city streets. In West County, these projects 
include improvements to the I-80/San Pablo Dam Road interchange in San Pablo and I-
80/Central Avenue in Richmond. In Central County, they include a Kirker Pass Truck 
Climbing Lane. East County projects include the widening of Brentwood Boulevard in 
Brentwood and Main Street Realignment in Oakley. In Southwest County, projects 
include improvements to Bollinger Canyon Road in San Ramon.  
 
Expand safe, convenient and affordable alternatives to the single-occupant 
vehicle. The TIP includes a large number of projects that support the transit system. The 
Eastern Contra Costa BART Extension, or eBART, when completed, will provide 
connecting transit service from Antioch west to the existing Pittsburg/Bay Point BART 
station. Other improvements include the construction of park-and-ride facilities and 
transit stations, including work at the Martinez and Hercules Intermodal Stations, Transit 
Oriented Developments at Walnut Creek and Richmond Transit Village and park-and-
ride lots serving the Tri Delta system. The HOV improvements mentioned above will also 
support this goal.  
 
The 2017 TIP also programs funding for a number of pedestrian and bicycle projects 
that will close gaps and improve pedestrian and bicyclist safety in Contra Costa. These 
include projects such as streetscape improvements near the BART stations in El Cerrito 
and Concord, the Detroit Avenue Bicycle and Pedestrian Improvements in Concord, the 
Moraga Way Pedestrian Pathway in Orinda, Transit Station Access Improvements for the 
new eBART station in Pittsburg, Transit Village streetscape improvements along Nevin 
Avenue in Richmond, and bicycle/pedestrian improvements on Golf Club Road in 
Pleasant Hill and San Pablo Avenue in San Pablo.

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Marin County 
 
 
Marin County TIP Projects 
 
Although Marin is usually thought of as a suburban residential and recreational area, 
ranching and dairy farming are major features of the rural areas of West Marin. Industry 
in the county includes movie and video production, computer software, communications 
equipment, bioengineering, financial services, printing, and the manufacture of plastic 
products, ceramics, candles, and cheese. 
 
Marin County is linked to San Francisco by the Golden Gate Bridge and to the East Bay by 
the Richmond-San Rafael Bridge. It is bordered on the north and northeast by Sonoma 
County and on the west by the Pacific Ocean. Marin is the slowest growing county in the 
region in terms of population. Marin currently has approximately 260,000 residents. Marin 
residents prefer to retain the county’s small town atmosphere and have established strong 
policies against development outside the urban corridor. Over 90 percent of the growth 
anticipated in Marin County will occur within the urban corridor, along Highway 101. 
 
To address Marin County’s most immediate transportation needs, residents, elected 
officials and planners agreed, after extensive public meetings, that local funding was 
indispensable. As a result, Measure A, a ½ cent transportation sales tax, was approved on 
November 2, 2004, generating approximately $25 million annually for 20 years. Marin 
residents also voted to pass Measure B on November 2, 2010 to increase the annual 
vehicle registration fee by $10 to help fund transportation improvements, generating 
approximately $2.2 million annually. In addition to the sales tax and vehicle registration 
fee measures, Marin County has aggressively tapped into other regional, state, and federal 
funds to achieve the county’s transportation goals. 
 
Local matching funds will also help Marin County develop and implement plans to provide 
a variety of quality multi-modal transportation options for Marin residents, including 
improved bicycle and pedestrian access, senior mobility, and enhanced transit services. 
 
Other notable projects of regional significance in Marin County include: 
 

 Marin Sonoma Narrows (MSN) – The overall project scope includes upgrading 
US-101 from expressway to freeway, extending approximately 16 miles of high 
occupancy vehicle (HOV) lanes from SR-37 in Novato, Marin County to north of 
Corona Road Overcrossing in Petaluma, Sonoma County; constructing new 
interchanges, frontage roads and pedestrian/bicycle facilities; and installing traffic 
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operation system (TOS) improvements such as traffic monitoring stations and ramp 
metering on mainline and ramps. The environmental document for this project was 
approved in October 2009. Construction of the first contract of Phase 1 started in 
July 2011 and was completed in November 2012. The Construction of three 
additional contracts began in fall 2012. Two of these three contracts were 
completed in November 2013 and December 2014, respectively. The remaining 
construction contract (MSN B1 Phase 1) that started in 2012 is substantially 
complete and is being prepared for close-out. The completion of these 
construction contracts will extend northbound HOV lane on US-101 from SR 37 to 
1.4 miles south of Redwood Landfill Interchange, extend southbound HOV lane to 
Rowland Boulevard on-ramp, provide full service interchange at Redwood landfill 
and extend Redwood frontage road to Olampali State Park as well as provides Class 
I bike path through Olampali State Park. The MSN B3 (Hwy 101 San Antonio Bridge 
Replacement) and L1A (Mitigation and Soundwall) contracts have recently begun 
construction in spring 2016. The MSN B6 project (San Antonio Road Bridge), with 
Marin County as the project sponsor and administered by the Transportation 
Authority of Marin (TAM), entered the environmental revalidation and preliminary 
design phase in December 2014.  No other future MSN contracts are anticipated 
to be initiated until future funds are identified. 

 
 Central Marin Ferry Connection (CMFC) Multi-use Pathway Project – Located 

in the City of Larkspur, this recently completed project provides a new Class 1 
facility following the County’s North-South Greenway, which is generally located 
within the Sonoma Marin Area Rail Transit (SMART) District’s right-of-way. The 
project intends to further promote non-motorized commute alternatives and 
enhance recreational travel while providing safe, direct and convenient 
pedestrian/bicycle access between local transit facilities, schools, business centers 
and residential communities. The path directly connects the recently completed 
Cal Park Hill Multi-Use Pathway with an existing east/west multi-use path along Sir 
Francis Drake Boulevard. 

 
 North/South Greenway Gap Closure Project (CMFC Phase II) – This project is 

the second phase of an overall effort to close a gap in the non-motorized 
transportation network crossing multiple jurisdictional boundaries in central Marin. 
The proposed multi-use path will connect the existing paths at the intersection of 
Old Redwood Highway and Wornum Drive with the recently-opened bridge 
crossing Sir Francis Drake that leads to the Cal Park Hill multi-use path. The path 
alignment will be studied during the preliminary engineering and environmental 
documentation phase. 
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 Sonoma-Marin Area Rail Transit (SMART) Rail and Pathway Project – In 2008, 
voters in Marin and Sonoma Counties passed Measure Q to collect a one-quarter 
percent sales tax for the construction and operation of the SMART District 
commuter rail and non-motorized pathway project in both counties. Construction 
began on Phase 1 of the project in 2012 and the start of revenue rail service is 
scheduled to begin in FY 2017. As of December 2013, the scope of the SMART 
Phase 1 project extends 43-miles from Downtown San Rafael Station north to the 
Sonoma County Airport Station, with eleven segments of the pathway within those 
boundaries. Elements of the project include civil track reconstruction, bridges, 
crossings, signals and positive train control systems, maintenance facilities, 
stations, pathway segments, and rail car construction.  A subsequent extension was 
funded from Downtown San Rafael to Larkspur Ferry Terminal.  Revenue service 
for this extension is scheduled to begin in FY 2018. 
 

 Richmond-San Rafael Bridge Improvements – The Bay Area Toll Authority 
(BATA) is working diligently on a $74 million project to improve access to 
Eastbound 580 across the Richmond-San Rafael Bridge.  Additionally, the project 
will add a multi-use path to the upper deck providing bicycle and pedestrian access 
between Marin and Contra Cost Counties.  As a part of this portion of the work, 
the Main Street on-ramp will be reconfigured in Marin and a retaining wall will be 
reconstructed in Richmond. The upper deck multi-use path will feature a 10-foot 
wide barrier-separated path from Main Street to Marine Street along the north part 
of I-580.  The path will provide access to an additional path to be constructed to 
Point Molate.  Improvements will be made along Francisco Boulevard East in Marin 
and along Sir Francis Drake on-ramp to I-580 to better access the path.  The current 
BATA schedule shows advertisement in summer of 2016 and project completion in 
Summer/Fall of 2017.

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Napa County 
 
 
Napa County TIP Projects 
 
At approximately 137,000 residents Napa County has the smallest population in the Bay 
Area. It is primarily an agricultural county, world renowned for the quality of its 
vineyards and the wines produced from this region. 
 
With its wineries, world-class restaurants, and restful scenery, this bucolic county lures 
three million visitors each year. Napa County voters and policy makers have embraced 
and adopted Smart Growth and agricultural preservation policies, including the first 
formal agricultural preserve in the country, which has protected the rural character of 
Napa County. The county’s voters also approved a transportation sales tax in 2012 to 
rehabilitate local streets and roads, which takes effect in 2018. 
 
The three million tourists that visit each year, combined with commute and local traffic, 
places great strain on the transportation network. Traffic congestion on main arterials 
such as SR-29 and Silverado Trail has become a critical issue for workers, residents, and 
the economic vitality of the region.  The Vine transit service is provided to all of the 
cities (including extensive service in the City of Napa), connecting service to Sonoma 
County, Solano County, the BayLink Ferry in Vallejo, and to the El Cerrito Del Norte BART 
station in Contra Costa County. A new multimodal transit center in Napa, the Soscol 
Gateway Transit Center, opened in 2012 and route coverage and hours of service were 
updated to improve the transit system. Although the transit service has been 
increasingly successful, congestion relief and safety improvements are still needed in 
several locations. An extensive bicycle network has been planned, but is presently 
incomplete due to insufficient funds. A major north/south Class I facility, the Napa Valley 
Vine Trail, is being pursued by a broad coalition of citizens, local organizations and 
government agencies. A countywide pedestrian plan will be completed in the summer of 
2016 and will develop a priority list of pedestrian projects throughout the county that 
will improve pedestrian access to schools and businesses.   
 
The projects in the TIP address the areas of concern mentioned above. Additional 
connections adjacent to SR-29 along Devlin Road between the County of Napa and the 
City of American Canyon are also underway. The Devlin Road and Eucalyptus Drive 
extensions will provide congestion relief and better circulation along the SR-29 corridor. 
The roadway network will have new pavement at certain segments, safety improvements 
in key locations, capacity increasing projects, and a number of enhancements to meet 
Complete Street requirements. Improvements to the Napa County highway system 
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include interchange improvements at SR-29 and Petrified Forest Road as well as SR-29 
and Grayson Avenue. The California Roundabout Project serves as the gateway to the 
City of Napa’s Priority Development Area and will improve circulation and level of 
service in the vicinity. The Roundabouts will be constructed at the intersections of First 
Street and California Boulevard, Second Street and California Boulevard, and at the 
northbound off-ramp of SR-29 at First Street. The City of Napa is further planning 
improvements to the five-way intersection of Silverado Trail (SR-121), Third Street, 
Coombsville Road, and East Avenue. 
 
The projects in the TIP will improve the safety, access, and mobility of the multimodal 
transportation system in the Napa communities.

City and County of San Francisco 
 
 
San Francisco TIP Projects 
 
The 2017 TIP provides funding for a variety of projects in San Francisco over the next 
four years which will improve safety and mobility for its residents, workers, and visitors; 
improve air quality; reduce greenhouse gas emissions; and provide necessary 
infrastructure for anticipated housing and job growth.  
 
Major transit projects in the TIP include the electrification of Caltrain and construction of 
a new Transbay Transit Center (TTC) that will serve as the San Francisco Bay Area 
northern terminus of the proposed California High Speed Rail. Caltrain has completed 
the procurement process for the design-build electrification and vehicle manufacture 
contracts and anticipates awarding both contracts by July 2016. The TTC entails 
construction of the new Transbay Terminal (to be completed in 2017), the development 
of a blended high-speed rail system, coordinating high speed rail construction and 
operations with existing passenger rail services (e.g., Caltrain in the San Francisco 
Peninsula corridor), as well as pedestrian and bicycle improvements associated with the 
TTC. For the Central Subway Project, which will extend the Third Street Light Rail service 
to connect neighborhoods from the Visitacion Valley, Bayview Hunters Point, South of 
Market (SOMA), Financial District, to Chinatown, the San Francisco Municipal 
Transportation Agency (SFMTA) is proceeding with construction work at the stations 
upon completion of the running tunnels and anticipates starting the revenue service in 
2019.  
 
The San Francisco County Transportation Authority (Transportation Authority), working 
in close coordination with the SFMTA, received certification for its final environmental 
document in 2013 for the Van Ness Avenue Bus Rapid Transit (BRT) project and is 
currently about to enter construction. The Transportation Authority, in partnership with 
the SFMTA, is preparing the Final EIS/EIR for the Geary Boulevard BRT project, scheduled 
to be released in Fall 2016. The proposed BRT projects would provide high-quality rapid 
transit service that would reduce travel time, increase reliability, and improve passenger 
comfort. Anticipated elements of San Francisco’s BRT network include dedicated bus 
lanes, transit signal priority, all-door boarding and proof of payment, reduced stop 
spacing, real-time bus arrival information to riders, high quality bus stations, and 
pedestrian/streetscape improvements and amenities to improve access for pedestrians 
and bicyclists to the transit stations. 
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The TIP also includes funding for the annual availability payments for the Presidio 
Parkway Project, which has been constructed under an innovative public-private 
partnership. The project has successfully replaced the structurally deficient Doyle Drive, 
the southern access to the Golden Gate Bridge on US 101 connecting San Francisco to 
Marin and the North Bay, with a safer, more context-sensitive, and more accessible 
Parkway. The Project has reached its substantial completion in 2015 and will complete 
the remaining construction work by the end of 2016. 
 
Another major capital project in the TIP is the Yerba Buena Island (YBI) I-80 Interchange 
Improvement Project, including 1) east side ramps reconstruction to improve traffic 
safety and operations, and 2) west-side bridges retrofit to meet seismic safety standards. 
This project is independent of, but closely coordinated with the Bay Bridge and Treasure 
Island Redevelopment projects. Construction of new east side ramps started in January 
2014 and is scheduled to be complete by September 2016. The west-side bridges 
retrofit project is in the preliminary engineering phase with final design and right-of-way 
certification efforts underway and expected to be complete by late 2017, with a 
construction start anticipated by early 2018. 
 
San Francisco has continued its efforts to improve transportation demand management 
(TDM) activities in order to improve air quality and reduce greenhouse gas emissions. 
Notably, the Transportation Authority, officially designated as the Treasure Island 
Mobility Management Agency in 2014, is currently undertaking the Treasure Island 
Mobility Management Study to recommend pricing program policies as part of the 
efforts to redevelop the Island to a sustainable urban neighborhood, aiming for 
adoption of toll policies in 2016 and a program launch in 2019. 
 
Linked to ongoing development efforts, the TIP includes significant new transportation 
infrastructure to support planned growth in the southeast sector of the city, particularly 
SOMA, Mission Bay, Bayview/Hunters Point, Candlestick Point, and the San 
Francisco/San Mateo county line, as well as the Park Merced development in the 
western sector.  
 
Many smaller projects in the TIP would be implemented in various locations throughout 
the city to preserve and enhance the basic transportation infrastructure to benefit all 
users, including signal timing and management projects, street resurfacing projects, 
curb ramps, and numerous traffic calming projects. In addition, the 2017 TIP provides 
funding for projects that promote safety and connectivity for pedestrians, bicyclists, and 
transit riders, such as major streetscape projects and Vision Zero projects with a safety 
focus to reduce traffic deaths in San Francisco by 2024. 
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The SFMTA’s Transit Effectiveness Project (TEP), the first comprehensive review of Muni 
in a generation to improve transit reliability, travel time, and customer experience, 
launched the Muni Forward program in 2014 to implement route changes and service 
improvements to reallocate limited resources where most needed and anticipates 
completing the first round of identified improvements by 2020.  
 
The TIP also includes a number of transit improvement projects in addition to the major 
transit infrastructure and operational investments mentioned above. For instance, it 
shows significant funds for the ongoing replacement of the SFMTA vehicle fleet, which 
serves approximately 700,000 daily passengers, more than any other Bay Area transit 
system. The SFMTA’s vehicle acquisition and rehabilitation program, overhead line and 
rail replacement program, and facilities improvement program will help provide better, 
more reliable service to its passengers. The TIP also includes similar critical rehabilitation 
and upgrade projects for regional transit operators that serve San Francisco, including 
the Bay Area Rapid Transit District (BART) and Caltrain. 
 
The County looks forward to working with our project partners to bring these and other 
projects to fruition to improve the quality of life in our city and the Bay Area.

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San Mateo County 
 
 
San Mateo County TIP Projects 
 
Based on California Department of Finance Projections 2014, by year 2040, San Mateo 
County’s population will be 874,626. About one quarter of the county’s 286,720 acres is 
urban, and the remaining three-quarters are primarily rangeland or forest. The 
urbanized area is concentrated in the vicinity of US Highway 101 and the Caltrain 
corridor. The primary routes to the agricultural and open space coastal areas are State 
Route 92 (SR 92) from San Mateo and State Route 1 (SR 1) from Pacifica.  In 2014, about 
79 percent of commuters drove to work and about 10 percent took transit.  
 
Emphasized transportation projects within San Mateo County include the following: 
 
Roadway Projects 

 US 101 and Interstate 280 corridors — The major north-south artery in San 
Mateo is the US Highway 101 (Bayshore Freeway).  San Mateo County has the 
vision to extend the existing managed lanes on the US 101 corridor.  Various 
interchange improvements are also under consideration.  County share of the 
State Transportation Improvement Program (STIP) are programmed for 
improving the US 101/Willow Road interchange and the US 101/ SR 92 
interchange.  Due to the limitation for expansion, most improvements in these 
corridors will be for improved operations and management of the existing 
system. Ramp metering has been completed along the entire US 101 within the 
county. Ramp metering along the portion of Interstate 280 north of I-380 has 
been completed. 

 SR 92 corridor — Projects focusing on the Route 92 corridor include operational 
improvements at the Route 92/ Route 82 (El Camino Real) interchange, and 
operational improvements for the US 101/ Route 92 interchange where 
conditions are extremely congested.  

 SR 1 corridor – Highway 1 projects include operational improvements between 
Fassler Avenue and Westport Drive in Pacifica, and various safety improvements 
in Half Moon Bay and the unincorporated areas.  

 
Transit 

 Caltrain State of Good Repair Program — The Caltrain SOGR program includes 
a number of projects with the shared goal of maintaining efficient and reliable 
railroad operations. These include replacing and rehabilitating track and related 
civil structures, as well as signal and communication equipment that have 
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reached the end of their useful lives. The SOGR program also includes station 
rehabilitation and improvements, ongoing rehabilitation of existing Caltrain 
rolling stock, and periodic assessment of the entire route to ensure the rail 
system is maintained in a state of good repair and is kept in good working order.  

 Caltrain South and North Terminal Enhancement Projects – Caltrain is 
developing several projects that will enhance the capacity and operational 
efficiency of the railroad’s terminals in San Francisco and San Jose. This includes 
planning and conceptual design work for a project to modernize and improve the 
Caltrain station and terminal at 4th and King.  Caltrain also has developed a series 
of projects at the southern terminus to accommodate future service capacity for 
Caltrain operations, as well as other tenant operators, including Altamont 
Commuter Express, Amtrak Capitol Corridor, and Union Pacific Railroad. 

 Caltrain Modernization – The Caltrain Modernization Program, scheduled to be 
operational by 2020, will electrify and upgrade the performance, operating 
efficiency, capacity, safety and reliability of Caltrain's commuter rail service. In the 
future, the infrastructure developed as part of the Caltrain Modernization 
Program will also accommodate California’s statewide high-speed rail service. 
Caltrain and high-speed rail will primarily share Caltrain’s existing tracks, 
operating on a blended system. 

 
The Caltrain Modernization Program includes the electrification of the existing 
Caltrain corridor between San Francisco and San Jose; the installation of a 
Communications Based Overlay Signal System Positive Train Control (CBOSS 
PTC), which is an advanced signal system that includes federally-mandated safety 
improvements; and the replacement of Caltrain’s diesel trains with high-
performance electric trains called Electric Multiple Units (EMUs). 

 
The $2.13 billion program is funded through a nine-party agreement that 
leverages local, regional and federal funding to match $705 million in voter-
approved high-speed rail bond revenues. 

o CBOSS PTC – CBOSS PTC is an advanced signal system that will equip the 
Caltrain corridor with federally-mandated safety technology by 2016 and 
will increase system capacity to help accommodate future increases in 
ridership demand. This project will enhance safety, increase system 
capacity, and improve highway grade crossing gate downtime. The project 
will enhance overall safety by eliminating the risk of train-to-train 
collisions, reducing the risk of potential derailments and providing 
additional safety for railroad workers on the tracks. With improved grade 
crossing functions, travelers crossing the tracks will benefit from reduced 
gate downtime and improved local traffic circulation. Finally, CBOSS PTC 
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will increase operating performance resulting in more frequent and more 
dependable passenger service 

o Peninsula Corridor Electrification Project – The PCEP will electrify the 
Caltrain corridor with an overhead contact system that will supply power 
to new, Electric Multiple Unit (EMU) trains. The new EMUs will have better 
performance than diesel-powered trains, consume substantially less 
energy, and will result in improved air quality and reduced noise. The 2017 
TIP includes funding for the replacement of locomotives and rail cars for 
Caltrain. The replacement of existing locomotives and passenger rail cars 
that will be at the end of their useful life will coincide with the Caltrain 
Electrification Program. These vehicles are proposed to be replaced with 
EMUs, as discussed above. 

 
 SamTrans State of Good Repair Program, including Required Revenue 

Vehicle Replacement The 2017 TIP includes funding for the replacement of fixed 
route bus and paratransit fleets as the vehicles reach the end of their useful lives. 
As part of SamTrans’ on-going sustainability efforts, the agency will evaluate, with 
each sub-fleet replacement, whether to procure clean technology vehicles. Both 
financial and technical feasibility will be key factors in such consideration. The 
2017 TIP also includes a portion of the funding required for SamTrans preventive 
maintenance efforts, as well as funds for other state-of-good repair projects, such 
as facilities rehabilitation and upgrades, bus communication systems, and others. 

 SamTrans’ support of Grand Boulevard Initiative and Last Mile Connection 
TDM Program – SamTrans is a partner of the Grand Boulevard Initiative, which is 
a collaboration of cities, counties, transit agencies, among others, along the El 
Camino Real in the Peninsula and South Bay. This Corridor is a planned Priority 
Development Area (PDA) prioritized for housing and job development with 
amenities and services that foster a transit and pedestrian-friendly environment. 
The 2017 TIP includes planning and capital projects in support of this effort. In 
addition to being a partner in the Grand Boulevard Initiative, SamTrans also 
supports a number of pilot projects as part of the Last Mile Connection TDM 
program in San Mateo County. 

 
Alternative Modes of Transportation 
The 2017 TIP includes funding for pedestrian enhancement projects, bicycle route 
improvement projects, and safe routes to school educational projects in various 
locations throughout San Mateo County. These projects promote alternative 
transportation modes and improve pedestrian and bicyclists safety. Example projects 
include transit accessibility improvements for bicyclists and pedestrians, pedestrian 
facility enhancements, and improvements to the countywide bicycle network. 
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 SR 82 Complete Streets Project in South San Francisco – The 2017 TIP includes 
funding to develop a major complete streets project on the El Camino Real 
Highway which strives to establish a balance between transportation modes by 
providing bike and pedestrian enhancements in support of the Grand Boulevard 
concept.

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Santa Clara County 
 
 
Santa Clara County TIP Projects 
 
As of January 1, 2015 Santa Clara County's population was approximately 1.89 million, 
making it the largest of the nine Bay Area counties. The county has 15 incorporated 
cities, including San Jose, which is the third largest city in California, following Los 
Angeles and San Diego. Santa Clara continues to be the larger of the San Francisco Bay 
Area’s two major employment centers, and attracts workers from most of the Bay Area, 
as well as the non-Bay Area counties of Merced, Monterey, San Benito, San Joaquin and 
Santa Cruz.  
 
Santa Clara County enjoys a relatively balanced jobs/housing split and county residents 
fill roughly 80% of Santa Clara County’s jobs. Significant and continuing housing 
construction over the last three years is causing that percentage to rise. However, the 
scale of the county’s economy makes the relatively small import percentage translate 
into hundreds of thousands of daily commute trips. 
 
Within Santa Clara County, local bus, express bus, and light rail service is provided by 
the Santa Clara Valley Transportation Authority (VTA). Caltrain, Altamont Corridor 
Express (ACE), and Amtrak’s Capitol Corridor provide regional passenger rail services. 
Major freeways include SR-17, SR-85, SR-87, US-101, I-280, I-680 and I-880. In addition, 
Santa Clara County is unique among California counties in that the County owns and 
operates its own expressway system.  
 
Santa Clara County has a number of improvements to its transportation system planned 
and included in the 2017 TIP. Major transportation projects programmed in the 2017 TIP 
include the BART - Warm Springs to Berryessa Extension, funded with State 
Transportation Improvement Program (STIP), Federal Transit Administration Section 
5309, and local sales tax funds. It is currently in construction with passenger service by 
2018. In addition to state funds, Santa Clara County also uses federal funds for the 
improvement and maintenance of its multi-modal local streets and roads network, 
including improved bicycle and pedestrian infrastructure and road rehabilitation. This 
includes projects that received Active Transportation Program (ATP) funding, such as the 
Coyote Creek Trail project in San Jose. The county has access to its local transportation 
sales tax measures, which is used for transit projects as well as leveraging state and 
federal funds. To meet both internal and external travel demands Santa Clara County 
has developed multiple transportation investment strategies. The projects included in 
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the 2017 TIP reflect both internal and gateway transportation investments in the 
county’s roadway, transit and bicycle networks.

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Solano County 
 
 
Solano Comprehensive Transportation Plan Consistency 
The Solano County 2017 TIP project listing was developed in coordination with Solano 
Transportation Authority (STA), public transit agencies, the seven cities and the County 
of Solano. The projects included in the 2017 TIP collectively reduce GHG emissions, 
improve mobility, reduce congestion, ensure travel safety, and provide ladders of 
economic opportunity to the citizens of Solano County. This is consistent with the 
Solano Comprehensive Transportation Plan’s goals and objectives, including:   

 Identify a transportation system that supports the existing and planned land uses 
of Solano County’s seven cities and the County of Solano. 

 Maintain regional mobility while improving local mobility. 
 Assess projects and programs based on their ability to balance the goals of 

economy, environment and equity. 
 Encourage projects and programs that maintain and use existing systems more 

efficiently before expanding infrastructure. 
 
Solano County 2017 TIP Narrative 
Roadway Projects 
The 2017 Solano County TIP projects include major improvements along the I-80 and 
State Route (SR) 12 Corridors. The projects identified on the I-80 corridor include large 
capital projects related to the I-80/I-680/SR-12 Interchange. The first segment of this 
project, WB80 to WB12 west connector and a new Green Valley overcrossing, is 
expected to complete construction in Fall 2016.  In addition, the 2017 TIP includes new 
I-80 Express Lanes, which consists of a HOV lane conversion for the I-80 corridor in 
Fairfield from Red Top Road to I-505 and construction of new Express Lanes from 
Airbase Parkway to I-505 in Vacaville.  
 
State Route 12 (SR12) will see improvements at the intersection of State Route 113 
(SR113), where Caltrans is expected to propose a round-about, with construction 
expected to begin in Summer 2018.  This improvement will vastly reduce the amount of 
waiting time for cars from SR113 entering onto SR12, which can at times cause a 
significant back-up.   
 
The Jepson Parkway Project, with its four unique phases, is also included in the 2017 TIP. 
The Jepson Parkway Project is a multimodal route that will provide a route for local 
traffic to avoid traveling on I-80. Jepson Parkway travels through the cities of Fairfield, 
Suisun City, and Vacaville, and portions of unincorporated Solano County adjacent to 
Travis Air Force Base. The Jepson Parkway Project continues to be a priority project for 
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the STA and its member agencies. STA anticipates to have the first 2 phases begin 
construction by Fall 2016.  
 
The Parkway Blvd/UPRR Grade Separation project will help to improve safety in Dixon by 
connecting two previously blocked off communities with a grade separated crossing 
over the rail road tracks.  This project will help to promote access and improve safety 
throughout the city and save all modes of transportation time by not having to travel 
around the area or trapped in a traffic queue waiting for a train to pass.   
 
The 2017 TIP also includes a number of projects related to maintenance, safety 
improvements and rehabilitation of local streets and roads. This includes roadway 
improvement projects that provide better and safer access to Travis Air Force Base. 
 
Transit 
Solano County currently has six transit operators, which includes the countywide 
intercity paratransit service. The 2017 TIP includes intermodal transit centers, transfer 
facilities and bus shelter infrastructure improvements as well as construction of a rail 
station in Fairfield.  
 
The new Fairfield/Vacaville train station will serve residents of both Fairfield and 
Vacaville and serve as a catalyst for growth within the existing Priority Development 
Area (PDA).  
 
Alternative Modes 
Alternative modes Modes projects consist of bicycle, pedestrian and carpool/vanpool 
incentive programs. The STA continues to support the Solano Safe Routes to School 
Program (SR2S) and Solano Napa Commuter Information Rideshare Program. The SR2S 
program promotes walking and bicycling through education, incentives, and capital 
improvements. The Rideshare Program promotes transit and commuter incentives such 
as vanpools and carpools.  
 
The 2017 TIP also includes the following countywide significant bicycle and pedestrian 
projects: 

 Suisun Valley Bicycle and Pedestrian Improvements 
 The City of Vallejo’s Priority Development Area (PDA) project, “Vallejo Downtown 

Streetscape”  
 SR2T – Curtola Bike Path 
 Driftwood Dr SR2S Project 
 Dixon SR2S Project 
 Alison Bicycle/Ped Improvements 
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The Suisun Valley Bicycle and Pedestrian Improvements are part of the Suisun Valley 
Priority Conservation Area (PCA). This project consists of constructing a staging area 
with bicycle and pedestrian improvements including adding Class II bicycle facilities on 
Rockville Road, Suisun Valley Rd, Mankas Corner Rd, Abernathy Rd, and Ledgewood Rd.  
 
The City of Vallejo’s SR2T – Curtola Bike Path will help to close a gap along Sonoma 
Blvd, allowing bicyclists and pedestrians to reach the newly updated Curtola Park & Ride 
lot by using active transportation modes.  The City of Suisun City’s Driftwood Dr SR2S 
project will provide a much needed improvement alongside Crystal Middle School, 
expanding the existing sidewalk to a Class I path, which will connect to the existing 
Grizzly Island Trail.  Dixon’s SR2S project will take place at 2 schools and provide 
improved striping and radar feedback signs to encourage safe driving around schools.    
 
The City of Vallejo’s PDA project is the first Solano County PDA project to be originally 
funded with Transportation for Livable Communities (TLC) County capital funds. The 
PDA project will enhance pedestrian connections from the future intermodal transit 
facility to Downtown Vallejo.  
 
Summary 
The Solano County TIP Listing is a balanced mix of roadway projects, transit projects, 
and active transportation projects. STA has a desire to provide multimodal 
transportation options that improve access and reliability for our residents. The projects 
included in the 2017 TIP will help address the current and future transportation needs in 
Solano County. These projects are consistent with the Solano Comprehensive 
Transportation Plan (CTP) and have been identified as part of the STA’s Routes of 
Regional Significance, Transit Centers of Regional Significance an or included in a CTP 
subsidiary plan (e.g., Countywide Bicycle Plan and Countywide Pedestrian Plan).

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Sonoma County 
 
 
Sonoma County TIP Projects 
 
Sonoma County is the largest of the four North Bay counties by area, covering over one 
million acres of land and has a population of 502,146. 
 
Sonoma County has a relatively balanced jobs/housing split with over 83% of its 
residents working within the county. The economy is based on a diverse mix of 
agriculture, manufacturing, high tech and telecommunications, and the service sector. 
 
Transportation ranks as one of the key issues among Sonoma County residents. The 
transportation system in the county includes several state highways, 2,300 miles of 
streets and roads, four bus transit providers. Sonoma County also has an approved sales 
tax measure, which helps to fund key multi-modal transportation projects within the 
county. Sonoma and Marin Counties also share a sales tax measure to fund the Sonoma 
Marin Area Rail Transit (SMART) project on a section of the Northwestern Pacific railroad 
line, which is in public ownership. 
 
Sonoma Comprehensive Transportation Plan Consistency 
 
The TIP project listing for Sonoma County was developed in coordination with the 
Sonoma County Transportation Authority (SCTA), public transit operators, and the nine 
cities and the County of Sonoma. The projects included in the 2017 TIP serve to meet 
the SCTA Board approved goals for the Draft 2016 Comprehensive Transportation Plan 
of Sonoma County:   

 Maintain the System 
 Relieve Congestion 
 Reduce Emissions 
 Plan for Safety and Health 
 Promote Economic Vitality 

 
Roadway 
There are several projects in the 2017 TIP that continue the addition of High Occupancy 
Vehicle (HOV) Lanes on Highway 101 in Sonoma County from the Marin County line to 
the Town of Windsor, which has been a longstanding need for local and interregional 
travel. The Highway 101 projects collectively serve to reduce congestion, maintain the 
current facility, upgrade the facility to current safety standards, and reduce emissions by 
encouraging carpooling and use of express bus service. The Highway 101 projects also 
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address local access across Highway 101 with interchange improvements, widening of 
local streets and the addition of sidewalks and bike lanes. There are also several local 
pavement maintenance projects needed to protect existing infrastructure included in 
the 2017 TIP. Also included are bridge replacement projects, needed for seismic safety, 
maintenance, and expansion of local roadways.   
 
Transit 
Sonoma County currently has four bus transit operators. Sonoma County Transit serves 
the entire county and Golden Gate Transit serves the 101 Corridor as far north as Santa 
Rosa. The cities of Petaluma and Santa Rosa have transit systems that serve their 
respective cities. Sonoma County also shares a rail transit district with Marin County that 
will be operational by the end of 2016. Sonoma Marin Area Rail Transit (SMART) district 
is improving street crossings and building rail stations for operation. The 2017 TIP 
contains projects that will allow for the installation of clean natural gas fueling station 
and purchase clean air vehicles for the transit fleets. Transit facilities including 
metropolitan transportation hubs and maintenance yards will receive upgrades. Bus 
stops will be improved in multiple locations. New bus routes will be added and existing 
routes will be modified to coordinate with SMART service.  
 
Alternative Modes 
Sonoma County Transportation Authority is working with stakeholders to implement a 
Safe Routes to Schools program that will receive federal funds to add up to 20 new 
schools to the existing county program. The program seeks to educate school children 
on safe biking and walking practices, and encourages school children to use bicycling 
and walking as an alternative mode of transportation.  
 
The SCTA also administers funds to implement student pass subsidy programs, and free 
ride trip reduction projects to reduce the number of single occupant vehicles on city 
streets and enhance air quality.  
 
Several jurisdictions have bicycle and pedestrian improvement projects that will extend 
Class I bike paths, or create new pathways. Additionally, proposed pedestrian 
improvements will enhance walkability inside city centers and along waterways and 
coastline. Examples include the SMART multi-use path and bicycle and pedestrian 
enhancements on Old Redwood Highway in Windsor, both partially funded with State 
Transportation Improvement Program (STIP) funds. 
 
The SCTA is working on a car share pilot program in Santa Rosa and planning for 
various transportation demand management measures.

The Sonoma County 2017 TIP listing is a balanced mix of roadway projects, transit 
projects, and alternative modes projects. The projects included in the 2017 TIP will help 
address the current and future transportation needs in Sonoma County. These projects 
are consistent with the Sonoma Comprehensive Transportation Plan.

In some instances these 
are projects that cover the entire region, benefiting the entire region. 
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Regional Projects 
 
 
Overview 
 
The Association of Bay Area Governments (ABAG) and the Metropolitan Transportation 
Commission (MTC) track and forecast the region’s demographics and economic trends 
to inform and guide Plan Bay Area investments and policy decisions. Between 2010 and 
2040, the nine-county San Francisco Bay Area is projected to add 1.1 million jobs, 2.1 
million people, and 660,000 homes, for a total of 4.5 million jobs, 9.3 million people, and 
3.4 million homes. These figures translate to more drivers on the Bay Area’s roads and 
riders on both local and regional transit systems. This increase in the use of the region’s 
transportation infrastructure will necessitate greater coordination to ease the flow of 
riders and traffic between destinations. 
 
In addition to better coordination among systems, these projected increases in 
population and employment raise concerns about the environmental impact of 
transporting these individuals and the goods that they will need. Senate Bill 375 
mandates per-capita greenhouse gas (GHG) target achievements for years 2020 and 
2035 as established by the California Air Resources Board. Plan Bay Area achieves the 
greenhouse gas emissions reduction target required by state law through a more 
efficient land use pattern, key transportation investments, and initiatives such as 
accelerated electric vehicle deployment. It also achieves the housing target required by 
state law to provide housing for all of the region’s population over the next three 
decades, relying on local communities’ support for policies that direct the lion’s share of 
housing growth into Priority Development Areas. Plan Bay Area not only meets but 
exceeds its GHG emissions reduction target. By 2040, the typical Bay Area resident is 
expected to reduce his or her daily transportation carbon dioxide emissions by 18 
percent compared to 2005 conditions. 
 
While MTC has considered the effects of transportation investments on GHG emissions 
in prior regional transportation plans, Plan Bay Area is the first regional effort with an 
aggressive and achievable emission reduction goal. By accelerating efforts to emphasize 
infill growth and to boost funding for public transit, the plan represents a bold step for 
the region in this era of climate change. The 2017 TIP’s project programming is 
consistent with and supports the goals of Plan Bay Area, and its successor, Plan Bay Area 
2040. 
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Regional TIP Projects 
 
To address the issues facing the Bay Area as a whole, certain regional projects and 
programs have been included in the 2017 TIP. Among these are funding for planning 
activities undertaken by regional entities such as MTC, ABAG, and the Bay Conservation 
& Development Commission (BCDC) and marketing to support the region’s 
transportation operations. Other projects in this area are as follows: 
 
Clippersm – Clippersm was introduced in the Bay Area to provide a consistent experience 
for riders across multiple transit systems. It is an all-in-one transit card that can be used 
on nearly all Bay Area transit operators, including AC Transit, BART, Caltrain, Golden 
Gate Transit and Ferry, San Francisco Muni, SamTrans and VTA. The card may be 
customized to the user’s travel preferences by loading passes, ride-books, discounted 
tickets or cash value. This may be done online, by phone, through Clippersm Add Value 
machines or participating retailers, through an employee benefit program or 
automatically using the Auto-load feature. 
 
511 – 511 provides information regarding transit, rideshare, traffic and bicycling to users 
by phone or through the 511.org website. Callers to the 511 system can get estimated 
travel times for trips, traffic congestion updates, transit departure time predictions, 
carpooling and vanpooling information and other assistance. Users of the website are 
able to plan trips by transit or roads, view traffic maps, find carpool members, view 
bicycle maps and safety tips, and access other information. 
 
Safety – Many projects in the 2017 TIP are aimed at increasing the safety of the Bay 
Area’s highways. Activities such as bridge and pavement rehabilitation and highway 
shoulder widening projects help prevent accidents by addressing unsafe road 
conditions. Under its Incident Management Program, the Metropolitan Transportation 
Commission Service Authority for Freeways and Expressways (MTC SAFE), in conjunction 
with Caltrans and the California Highway Patrol, operates both the Freeway Assist 
Program and the Freeway Service Patrol (FSP) in the Bay Area. The Freeway Assist 
Program provides motorists experiencing breakdowns and flat tires with access to 
assistance 24 hours a day via call boxes and the 511 phone system. The FSP is a fleet of 
over 70 roving tow and service trucks deployed during peak travel times to clear 
accidents, assist motorists, and remove dangerous debris from freeways. 
 
Regional and Inter-Regional Freight Rail Projects – The 2015 TIP includes a number of 
regional and inter-regional freight rail projects that will not only facilitate economic 
growth, but also aid in reducing greenhouse gas and PM emissions. The Port of 
Oakland’s Outer Harbor Intermodal Terminal (OHIT) project aims to alleviate congestion 
and improve efficiency of Port operations. Similarly, the Port of Oakland will be studying 
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options for greater rail connectivity between their facilities and the Central Valley. 
Finally, the GoPort! project aims to improve both freight and rail efficiency in the Port of 
Oakland, including the 7th Street Grade Separation and roadway improvements. Many of 
these projects are under construction. 
 
Climate Initiatives Program – Many measures are being taken to reduce greenhouse has 
(GHG) emissions and/or to mitigate the effects of climate change as required by state 
and federal law. Such measures and programs include innovative grants for activities 
such as car/bike sharing, shore power for the Port of Oakland, Spare the Air Youth 
Program to educate and inspire youth to take alternate forms of transportation, Smart 
Driving Pilots to encourage more efficient driving techniques, and promotion of electric 
vehicles (EV) and EV infrastructure. 
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Tollway Projects 
 
 
Regional Measure 1 Toll Bridge Program 
In November 1988, Bay Area voters approved Regional Measure 1 (RM 1), which 
authorized a standard base auto toll of $1.00 on all seven state-owned Bay Area toll 
bridges – the Antioch, Benicia-Martinez, Carquinez, Dumbarton, Richmond-San Rafael, 
San Mateo-Hayward and San Francisco-Oakland Bay bridges. The additional revenues 
generated by the base toll increase were designated for a number of bridge, highway, 
and transit improvement projects designed to reduce congestion on the bridges. 
 
In 1998, the Metropolitan Transportation Commission (MTC), in its role as the Bay Area 
Toll Authority (BATA), assumed administration of these base toll funds as well as 
responsibility for overseeing the RM 1 toll bridge capital improvement program. Two 
RM 1 projects — the widening of the Benicia-Martinez Bridge and construction of the 
West Grand Avenue connector to the San Francisco-Oakland Bay Bridge — had, by then, 
already been completed by Caltrans, which continues to provide the engineering 
staffing for design and construction oversight of the projects, reimbursed by BATA.  
 
The RM 1 projects have been completed. The program cost approximately $2.4 billion 
and was funded primarily by BATA toll funds. The projects and their status are as 
follows: 

 New Carquinez Bridge (Open to traffic in 2003) 
 New Benicia-Martinez Bridge (Open to traffic in 2007) 
 Existing Benicia-Martinez Bridge Modified for Southbound Only Traffic

o Resurfacing of bridge deck (Completed in 2006) 

 Completion of Richmond Parkway (Completed in 2001) 
 Widening of San Mateo-Hayward Bridge and eastern approach (Open to traffic in 

2003) 
 Improvements to the western approach to Dumbarton Bridge 

o Modifications to US 101/University Avenue interchange (Completed in 
2004) 

o Widening of State Route 84/Bayfront Expressway (Open to traffic in 2004) 
 Reconstruction of Interstate 880/State Route 92 Interchange (Completed in 2011) 
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Toll Bridge Seismic Retrofit Program 
Tolls on all state-owned bridges in the Bay Area include seismic surcharges applied to 
the base toll. Administered by BATA, these toll funds are used in combination with other 
state and federal moneys to finance a multibillion-dollar toll bridge seismic retrofit 
program affecting the state-owned Bay Area toll bridges. Caltrans' engineering staff 
determines what retrofit work is needed on each bridge based on traffic uses, expected 
life of the bridge, cost of higher post-earthquake performance levels, and other 
considerations. Each retrofit is designed to a level that, at a minimum, will ensure that 
the bridge will remain standing in an earthquake.  
 
When first conceived, the Toll Bridge Seismic Retrofit Program only identified seven of 
the nine state owned toll bridges to be in need of seismic retrofit – excluding the 
Dumbarton and Antioch Bridges. Further seismic vulnerability studies on those bridges 
determined the need for retrofit based on current seismic standards. In 2009, Assembly 
Bill 1175 was signed to add these bridges to the program. Tolls were subsequently 
increased to cover the cost of these retrofits. 
 
The $9.4 billion Toll Bridge Seismic Retrofit Program is overseen by the Toll Bridge 
Oversight Committee – a committee composed of the executive directors of BATA and 
the California Transportation Commission and the director of Caltrans. The projects and 
their status are as follows:

 Carquinez (1958 eastbound structure) Bridge — Strengthen or replace structural 
elements, add isolation and dampening features  (Completed in 2002) 

 Dumbarton Bridge — Strengthen or replace structural elements, add isolation 
and dampening features (Completed in 2012) 

 Richmond-San Rafael — Strengthen or replace structural elements, add isolation 
and dampening features (Completed in 2005) 

 San Francisco-Oakland Bay (west span) — Strengthen or replace structural 
elements, add isolation and dampening features (Completed in 2004) 

 San Francisco-Oakland Bay (west approach) — Strengthen or replace structural 
elements, add isolation and dampening features (Completed in 2009) 

 San Francisco-Oakland Bay (east span) — Construct new bridge (Opened to 
traffic in September 2013) 

 San Mateo-Hayward — Strengthen or replace structural elements, add isolation 
and dampening features (Completed in 2000) 
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Regional Measure 2 Toll Bridge Program 
On March 2, 2004, voters passed Regional Measure 2 (RM2), raising the toll on the seven 
State-owned toll bridges in the San Francisco Bay Area by $1.00. This extra dollar is to 
fund various transportation projects within the region that have been determined to 
reduce congestion or to make improvements to travel in the toll bridge corridors, as 
identified in SB 916 (Chapter 715, Statutes of 2004). Specifically, RM2 identifies thirty-six 
capital and fourteen transit operating assistance projects and programs eligible to 
receive RM2 funding (California Streets and Highway Code Section 30914 (c) & (d)). The 
capital program totals $1.5 billion in project investments to be implemented over time 
and the operating program is funded at up to 38% of annual revenues, or approximately 
$44 million per year.  
 
In accordance with the legislation as approved by the voters, the Bay Area Toll Authority 
(BATA) is the financial manager for RM2 funds, whose responsibilities include the 
preparation of financial plans, the issuance of debt financing, and the disbursal of funds 
to project sponsors. The Metropolitan Transportation Commission (MTC) is the program 
and project coordinator, whose responsibilities include reviewing project applications, 
programming and allocating funds to specific projects, and monitoring project delivery. 
In some cases, MTC also serves as the project sponsor, for the regional Transit 
Connectivity Study, as well as certain regional customer service projects, such as the 
Transit Commuter Benefits promotion, the Real Time Transit information program, and 
implementation of Clipper(sm), formerly known as TransLink®. 
 
Express Lane Program 
The 2017 TIP includes a number of express lanes projects that will be operated by MTC 
(through the Bay Area Infrastructure Authority). MTC’s express lanes complement other 
express lanes in the region, collectively known as ‘Bay Area Express Lanes’. Express lanes 
allow solo drivers the choice to pay for a more reliable trip, while carpools travel free. 
Tolls change dynamically based on traffic congestion and are collected by FasTrak. The 
lanes are mostly conversions of existing high-occupancy vehicle lanes, but in a few cases 
involve widening to build a new lane. They are in various stages of development: initial 
study, environmental clearance, design and construction.
